Statement of Work

Investigation of Hypersonic Stage Separation Utilizing

Magnetic Suspension for Support Interference

Free Data
   Overview 

Progress in the numerical prediction of flowfields around future aerospace vehicles, such as the Hyper-X (X-43A) hypersonic demonstrator flight vehicle, require improved aerodynamic test data for computational code validation.  But, despite considerable efforts over the years, a reliable experimental data base is far from reality, and considerable experimental data uncertainties exist due in part to differences in experimental techniques and correlation methods. In particular, wind tunnel model sting and shroud interference effects can be significant, especially when testing small slender models required to simulate higher Knudsen number flows.  Indeed, the presence of a sting of any size complicates all flowfield calculations since the model/sting geometry must also be numerically modeled. 

    Work Requirements 

In order to generate reliable aerodynamic data on test models in flows closer to the free-flight test ideal, a magnetic suspension hypersonic wind tunnel shall be used for the required tests as set forth herein.  The test article scale for the X-43A vehicle shall be 1%, which equates to a wind tunnel test model which is approximately 1.5 inches long.  The Government will provide the OML geometry.  In the hypersonic test facility, a magnetic suspension and balance system shall be utilized to obtain sting- and shroud-free aerodynamic data; this facility shall be utilized for stage separation simulation studies of the Hyper-X (X-43A) Flight Demonstrator Vehicle.  Aerodynamic forces shall be measured on magnetically suspended interference free test models, and stage separation maneuvers shall be simulated using a precise three-dimensional traverse system.  The test shall be conducted within the hypersonic speed regime.

Initially, a simple conical or elliptic-ogive model shall be levitated, and a dummy adapter, mounted on a 3-D traverse system, shall be used to simulate the initial phases of Hyper-X/booster separation.  Model aerodynamic forces shall be measured as the adapter is moved in a sequence of predetermined separation distances and angle of attack maneuvers relative to the magnetically suspended test model.  Fins, or other aerodynamic surfaces, shall then be added to the basic test model. A stereolith model, steel-pin fitted for magnetic suspension, of the Hyper-X shall also be tested.  This approach will ensure that valuable code validation data are obtained with successively complex geometry in a timely manner.  It will also provide a meaningful set of "building block" experiments with which to incrementally challenge the experimental procedures and the rigor of the computational codes. 

The principal investigator shall coordinate with the Hyper-X Program Office to plan, design, and execute fundamental experiments that will provide benchmark CFD code validation data. 

    Specific Tasks 

1. Fabricate, construct and assemble Hyper-X /booster separation model configurations approved by the Hyper-X Program Office. NASA Langley will provide the CAD/IGES files as required. 

2.  Perform wind tunnel tests demonstrating stage separation and relative dynamics associated therewith. 

     Deliverables 

1. After performance of the required wind tunnel tests using the defined model configurations, the Contractor shall perform data reduction and analysis, and shall provide a final report summarizing the analyzed data, and providing conclusions for the total research activity. 

2.
