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1.0 SDWIS/XML SAMPLING 1.0.3 Overview

SDWIS/XML Sampling 1.0.3 resolves six defects uncovered since the August 2006 release of SDWIS/XML Sampling 1.0.2.   SDWIS/XML Sampling 1.0.3 is delivered as a XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.EXE installation wizard that installs two application components: a XMLSampling.war file and a XMLSampling folder, and one database script component,  XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.SQL file.  

· Section 2.0 describes a simple deployment process.  Your site procedure for software deployment should be followed where appropriate.

· Section 4.0 contains advisories.

· Section 5.0 contains the application file listing.

2.0 DEPLOYMENT INSTRUCTIONS

Download the XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.zip file.  Extract the XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.EXE, XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.SQL and CreateXMLSamp_Tables.DDL.  Place the XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.SQL into your SSWR10 database utilities folder, which is commonly defined as c:\SSWR10_DbUtilities\DbaScripts.

2.1 Primacy Agency With Current SDWIS/XML Sampling 1.0.2 Installation

If you have already installed SDWIS/XML Sampling 1.0.2, continue with this guide.  However, please ignore the CreateXMLSampling_Tables.DDL file included in this package for the convenience of primacy agencies who are installing SDWIS/XML Sampling for the first time.

2.2 Primacy Agency Performing Initial SDWIS/XML Sampling Installation

If you are installing SDWIS/XML Sampling for the first time, download the XMLSampling_Docs_Oracle.zip to obtain the SDWIS/XML Sampling Release 1.0.1 Installation Guide.  Use this SDWIS/XMLSampling_1.0.3 installation package but follow the instructions detailed in the SDWIS/XML Sampling Release 1.0.1 Installation Guide to install and configure your SDWIS/XML Sampling software.  After you complete the installation, please return to Section 2.4 of this guide and follow the instructions for applying the XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.SQL script changes to your database.  Place the CreateXMLSamp_Tables.DDL into your SSWR10 database utilities folder, which is commonly defined as c:\SSWR10_DbUtilities\DbaScripts.

2.3 SDWIS/XML Sampling 1.0.3 for Oracle Installation
Install SDWIS/XML Sampling Release 1.0.3 for Oracle by following these steps.  Consult your System Administrator and site procedures for specific instructions you may need to follow.  These instructions use c:\tomcat-5.0.28 as the example Tomcat installation folder; please adapt this to your installation.

Before proceeding to install, make sure Tomcat server is shut down by stopping Apache Tomcat service using Control Panel>>Services (or by double-clicking shutdown.bat located under Tomcat Home\bin folder).  At this point, it is assumed you have downloaded, unzipped, and extracted the SDWIS/XML Sampling Release 1.0.3 for Oracle installation package (XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.EXE).

Two files contain parameters you customized during your initial installation of XML Sampling: the scheduler.bat and the SystemProperty.txt.  To avoid losing those customizations, you should create a backup copy of each file that you will reinstate after installation; otherwise you will need to reconfigure theses files with your customized parameters. 

1. Open the C:\tomcat-5.0.28\Webapps\XMLSampling\WEB-INF\classes\com\sdwis\XMLSampling\Utilities folder.

2. Copy the SystemProperty.txt file temporarily to another folder outside of Tomcat.

3. Open the C:\tomcat-5.0.28\Webapps\XMLSampling folder.

4. Copy the Scheduler.bat file temporarily to another folder outside of Tomcat.

5. Open the c:\tomcat-5.0.28\webapps folder.

6. Delete the XMLSampling folder.

7. If there is an XMLSampling.war in the webapps folder, delete it.

8. Exit the folders.

9. Double-click the XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.EXE installation package.  The Installation Welcome display depicted in Exhibit 1 will be presented.

Click the Next button.  Otherwise, click Cancel.

10. Exhibit 2 displays the default destination folders to be used for installing the XMLSampling.war and the other executable and configuration files. 

If you have a current SDWIS/XMLSampling Release installed, SDWIS/XML Sampling Release 1.0.3 for Oracle must be installed in the same folders as the SDWIS/XMLSampling Release 1.0.2 for Oracle installation.  
· The first XMLSampling Application Folder path is for the war file installation.  Use the Browse button to modify this path if the default is not correct.  

· The second XMLSampling Application Folder is for the executables/configuration file folder and should be directed to your current SDWIS/XMLSampling 1.0.2 folder.  Use the Browse button to modify this path if the default is not correct.

For first time installations, follow the instructions in the SDWIS/XMLSampling Release 1.0.1 for Oracle Installation Guide.

11. The SDWIS/XML Sampling Release 1.0.3 Oracle Start Installation display will be presented as depicted in Exhibit 3.  Click the Next button to start the installation.  Click Cancel to terminate the installation.

12. The SDWIS/XML Sampling Release 1.0.3 Oracle Successfully Installed display will be presented as depicted in Exhibit 4.  Click Finish to run the register.exe and exit the installation.

13. Press any key to continue after the register.exe (Exhibit 5) runs.

14. Restart Tomcat and wait for the start to complete entirely before proceeding to the next step.  To verify that Tomcat has fully completed the startup process, check the stdout.log file located under c:\tomcat-5.0.28\logs or your Tomcat console (if you are running Tomcat as a batch process).

15. Open the C:\tomcat-5.0.28\Webapps\XMLSampling\WEB-INF\classes\com\sdwis\XMLSampling\Utilities folder.

16. Replace the SystemProperty.txt file with your saved copy that contains your customized parameters.

17. Open the SystemProperty.txt file in a simple editor (such as Notepad) and modify the parameter called XMLSamplingVersion to be 1.0.3.

18. Exit and Save the SystemProperty.txt file.

19. Open the C:\tomcat-5.0.28\Webapps\XMLSampling folder.

20. Replace the Scheduler.bat file with your saved copy that contains your customized parameters.

21. Execute the SchemaUtility.bat from the same folder by double-clicking on it.

22. Stop and Restart Tomcat.

23. Launch the SDWIS/XML Sampling Home Page.  The Home Page will reflect SDWIS/XML Sampling Release 1.0.3.

2.4 Execute the XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.SQL
1. Start a SQL Plus session.  Connect as a DBA user (e.g., System).  Run the script XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.SQL to modify the TMGERROR table.  The following is a sample command syntax to run the script at the SQL Plus command prompt (SQL>):


SQL>@C:\SSWR10_DbUtilities\DbaScripts\XMLSampling_1.0.3_Oracle.SQL
2. Type in name of the schema (e.g. ILR10) when prompted.

3. The database is now ready to run SDWIS/XML Sampling 1.0.3.

3.0  SDWIS/XML Sampling 1.0.3 Software Incident Reports RESOLVED

3.1 Event 13680
Description:  In the scenario where the Lab Sample No. has been reused by a given water system, the sample collection date is not being used in the retrieval of the parent sample when adding a sample analytical result.  

Resolution: This repair has been made.  The TMGSAR.b_collection_end_dt is now being populated during the staging process enabling it to be used in the identification of the exact Sample for the lab, water system, and lab sample no.
3.2 Event 13880 and 14649
Description: The sample analytical result b_lab_rejection_reason (aka interference) is not being accepted unless the microbial indicator is ‘P’ (present).
Resolution: When a sample analytical result record is submitted with a null microbial indicator, the TSAMAR record is created and populated with the provided values, including the lab rejection reason (aka interference).
3.3 Event 14313
Description:  The text of message #125 in the TMGERROR table is incorrect.  

Resolution: Message has been changed to say:  REJECT: Inconsistent result data: Presence Indicator is "P" (present) and Count Value is "0". (SAMPLE RESULT).

3.4 Event 14323
Description: Total Coliform Rule samples of type SP (special) should not be accepted with for-compliance indicator = ‘Y’. (Note: Total Coliform Rule Samples are TC samples collected at the distribution system.)
Resolution: When a TCR Coliform sample with of type SP is submitted with for-compliance indicator = ‘Y’, it will be change to for-compliance = ‘N’ and flagged as changed on the error report.
3.5 Event 14736

Description: When a Sample Result is presented on the Error Detail report, the analyte code was omitted from the display.

Resolution: Analyte Code is now included in the display of rejected Sample Results.  Additionally, the source input file name has been added to the top of this page.

4.0 advisories

Please note the following advisories originally documented in previous SDWIS/XML Sampling release notes, reprinted here for your convenience.
4.1 Event 13809

The job delete function from within an email does not function unless you are directly logged into the server.  The workaround is to use the SDWIS/XML Sampling Web interface to delete the jobs.

4.2 Event 13892

Method Code is part of the uniqueness check for Sample Analytical Results.  The absence of a method code for an existing sample analytical result may result in the appearance of a duplicate result for the same sample and analyte if the subsequent result includes a method code. 

4.3 Event 14050

A sample input file, whether it be EDI or XML, must contain sample reports for one and only one Laboratory.

4.4 Event 14754

The Sampling via EDI flag message indicating that a Sample Result is over the MCL is not present in SDWIS/XML Sampling.
