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The Message Content Specification Document describes the content of messages that will be sent to and received from the Vaccine Tracking System (VTrckS) to maximize the Vaccine For Children (VFC) operations that utilize an external information system for ordering and support documentation.  This document provides message content specifications to be used in the development of data standards for the exchange of immunization information between VTrckS and External Information Systems such as Immunization Information Systems.

The VTrckS ExIS Blueprint Phase Workgroup met in Atlanta Georgia on October 22 – 23, 2008.  The goal of the face-to-face meeting was to define the areas for potential exchange and to come to an agreement on the minimum content message set. The Grantee Advisory Committee selected ten workgroup members to represent the needs of grantees with an ExIS including Immunization Information Systems (IIS), and who are considering using the VTrckS electronic interface capabilities to order on behalf of providers. Members were selected from the following areas: 

1) VFC Program Managers who utilize an external information system to manage program operations; 

2) Immunization Program Mangers; 

3) IIS Managers; and 

4) Vaccine Data Managers (VACMAN users)

The following VTrckS uses cases were referenced to create the content messaging document:
Setup and Maintain Provider (use case # 1)

This use case describes the functionality that allows the user to setup and maintain provider information.  Provider information is made up of the Provider Profile, Provider Detailed Account Information, Annual Need, and Provider Profile (demographics) Information.  It is used to allow projects and providers to maintain information on providers and prepare the system and the provider’s account with the information that will allow a provider to order.  

Submit Support Documentation (use case # 2)

This use case describes the functionality that allows the provider to submit the support documentation that is required by NCIRD and the project.  Support documentation includes Doses Administered, Inventory (although inventory is required with every order), and Wastage/Shipment Problems.  

Submit Vaccine Request (use case # 3)

This use case describes the functionality that enables a user to submit a vaccine request to VTrckS.
Process Vaccine Request (use case # 4)

This use case describes the functionality that allows the user to process, ship and receive vaccine orders.

Get Order Information (use case # 5)

This use case describes the functionality that allows the provider or the project contact the ability to retrieve information about an order that has been placed and/or view order history of previous orders.  

Process Vaccine Transaction (use case # 7)

This use case describes the functionality that allows the user to submit and process vaccine transactions.  Vaccine transactions include wastage, shipment problems, and transfers.  The vaccine transactions are given a status and tracked to closure in VTrckS.  Note:  Wastage is considered support documentation and may be required per project requirements.

Configure Program Options (use case # 9)

This use case describes the functionality that allows NCIRD and the project contact to set up the program options.  These options are used to create a vaccine request and verify against other operational business rules to ensure the correct amount of vaccine is being ordered and/or shipped. 

Manage Special Circumstances (use case # 10)

This use case describes the functionality that allows NCIRD to set up a special circumstance plan and apply a temporary set of parameters to the ordering and distribution for a vaccine(s) for a limited amount of time.  A special circumstance is a shortage of vaccine at the manufacturer or a disaster.

General Requirements and Recommendations from the ExIS Workgroup:
1. The ability to import historical data, update an existing record, and add new records.

2. Real time bi-directional exchange of data preferred.

3. Grantees who do not have real time exchange capabilities batch import features should allow them to submit data twice a day.

4. Bulk inventory should be managed, along with non-contract purchase inventory.

5. A use case should be developed for pre-booked influenza orders and influenza allocations.

6. A funds management use case should be developed.

7. Adequate help desk functions will be needed to assist with ExIS/IIS messaging.

8. A frequently asked questions document for vendors would be a useful resource.

9. Any changes to VTrckS will need to be communicated with ExIS/IIS so not to impact messaging between systems.

10. ExIS and IIS must receive shipment data within 24 hours of shipment in order to pre-populate inventories for VFC providers.  This shipment data should include direct ship orders.

11. Incomplete records should be returned to the external system attempting to import into the VTrckS system. The originator should receive a log of incomplete records.

12. All data changes should be captured for future audits to include user Id and a date stamp.

13. All orders should have a create date from the External Information System that is sent with the order and stored in VTrckS.

14. Incorporate all the current VACMAN functionalities into VTrckS.

15. A CDC website with current information on all updated vaccine tables that would include NDC numbers.
Questions about VTrckS from the ExIS Workgroup:
1. How will Varicella funds management be handled?
2. How will VTrckS support the management of donated vaccine?

3. Can VTrckS print labels?
4. Will CDC collect data from secondary record systems such as provider licensing, Site-visit/Co-Casa, and Medicaid? 

5. Can the shipping address field be extended to more then 40 characters and formatted to expand shipping hours for providers.

6. Is there a way that VTrckS can help with projecting vaccine allocations based on provider need?

7. It there a way to document by percentage for VFC funding codes when sending an order to VTrckS?

8. Will VACMAN data be imported into VTrckS?  If so how many years of historical data will be imported into VTrckS?

9. How will VTrckS manage ‘pro-rate’ orders and shipments of vaccine?

Questions from Grantees who reviewed the ExIS document:
1. Will standard code-sets be used instead of free form text?  For example, instead of sending the Manufacturer’s name in a message, the appropriate MVX code should be sent. Use of existing standard code-sets should also be considered for the following fields (including, but not limited to): 

a. Provider specialty

b. Provider classification

c. Enrollment data source
d. Age category

e. Enrollment category (uninsured, American Indian, etc.)

f. Short Name

g. …

2. On page 1, use cases 4 and 7 seem to have multiple user types and functionality. Will specific messages be developed to support communications between all interested parties, such as between distributor and VTrckS? Between VTrckS and project? , etc.? Will registries be expected to communicate with any other system besides VTrckS? Or will all data be embedded in VTrckS, including shipping info?

3. On page 2, what is the difference between a requirement and recommendation?  To ensure that the required functionality is ready on time, it is very important to publish a schedule showing when specific functionality must be fully operational.  

4. Does it make sense to include a Jurisdiction Id in each message? For example, the VFC PIN for a provider may not be unique across jurisdictions.

5. For transactions that support multiple functions (e.g. add, update, delete, inactivate, etc.), each transaction should contain an action code or transaction type.  For example, A=Add, C=Change, etc.

6. On page 3, in the clinic information messages:

a. Change the name of the “Codes” field to something more meaningful (e.g. Direct Ship Eligibility) 

b. Is the enrollment date the original enrollment date or the annual reenrollment date?

7. Regarding the format of the messages involved in the electronic information exchange between VTrckS and an External Information System (ExIS):

a. Is the intent to use the Message Content Specification Document to work with current standards organizations to create “the standard” messages?  

b. Who will lead this effort?
8. Will VTrckS acknowledge messages electronically? 

a. For example, for the Ordering message, will a message be sent back from VTrckS to the ExIS acknowledging the receipt of the order and providing the order number and status?

b. Order status message – isn’t this a query and response?

9. Will messages be streamlined or segmented to take advantage of code sets and prevent “stovepipe” data formats? 

10. On page 11, the Transfer Vaccine message seems to have multiple purposes. If the intent is really to use this to report returns and wastes as well as transfers, then appropriate record types are needed (and perhaps the message should be renamed).
