The purposes of this Statement of Work is to coordinate and provide support for those requirements in the Domestic Nonreimbursable Space Act Agreement SSC/STA-01-003-02 between NASA’s John C. Stennis Space Center and the Louisiana Department of Natural Resources Office of Coastal Restoration and Management.  The focus of the effort is to evaluate NASA and commercial technologies in plant stress as to their applicability for monitoring Coastal Wetlands.  The work entails arranging for, coordinating and facilitating the NASA task commitments including conducting aerial remote sensing surveys, where required, of Louisiana coastal wetlands using plant stress algorithm techniques.  

The nature and scope of work includes visiting, corresponding and coordinating with Louisiana Department of Natural Resources (LDNR) and NASA/SSC authorities to understand the work required in the subject Space Act Agreement. The scope of work also includes arranging for and overseeing the commercial execution of required aerial surveys, delivering the results of the surveys and drafting reports of progress and results of the efforts.

Background:   

NASA/SSC has developed techniques for detection of stress in plants, including algorithms for using aircraft and other mobile platform-mounted narrow band remote sensing systems to carry out the work. These techniques may have applications in coastal wetlands to detect and monitor erosion, and to support protection and restoration programs.  Louisiana is experiencing serious coastal wetlands losses and desires to conduct a coastal wetlands surveillance and restoration process.  A preliminary remote sensing-based survey technique development, test, demonstration and validation project is proposed to determine the utility of this type of remote sensing technology in coastal wetlands applications.

General Task Statement:

The objective of this effort is to define and coordinate the execution of the responsibilities defined for NASA/SSC in Space Act Agreement (SAA) SSC/STA-01-003-02.  These responsibilities are:

Upon receipt of Survey Plan approval by NASA/SSC and in collaboration with appropriate LDNR officials, the contractor shall solicit and award a contract for execution of the aerial coastal wetlands remote sensing survey and delivery of geo-referenced plant stress data plots. Data plot formats and preparation processes should be organized to allow for later updates, change identification and change highlighting.  In collaboration with LDNR authorities, the contractor shall have surveys conducted and receive and deliver geo-referenced data plots to NASA/SSC and LDNR.
