6.1 Enforcement Actions

The Enforcement Actions menu item on the SDWIS/STATE Home Page (Exhibit 6-1) will enable access to the following objects:

· Enforcement Actions

· Compliance Schedules

· PN (Public Notification) Schedules

· Assistance Actions

The Enforcement Reports are accessible from the client installation of the Enforcement component and not from the web installation.

6.1.1 Model Changes for Enforcement Actions

No model changes planned for this release.

6.1.2 Enforcement Action Page Flow

When the user selects Enforcement Action/Add from the Enforcement Action menu item on the SDWIS/STATE Home Page, the Enforcement Action Maintenance page will be presented in add mode.

When the user selects Enforcement Action/Maintain from the Enforcement Action menu item on the SDWIS/STATE Home Page, the Enforcement Action Search page will be presented.

6.1.2.1   Enforcement Action Maintenance

Exhibit 6-2 depicts the Enforcement Action Maintenance page.

Protected Fields:
Water System Name
The name of the selected water system for which the enforcement action is issued. 

[Enforcement Action] Name
The name of the enforcement action determined by the action type.

Use for Federal Reporting:
The action type code designated as the override code for the state-defined action type.

FedRep ID
The external system number generated when enforcement action is created.  This number is used for federal reporting. 

Entry Fields:
Water System No.
The number of the selected water system for which the enforcement action is issued.  This field will be protected in change mode. 


In add-mode, if the water system number was provided as search criteria to the Enforcement Action Maintenance List, it will be passed forward into this page, but can be changed prior to the OK button being selected. 


The state-code portion of the water system number will be pre-filled with the default installation state code value.

Action Type
A three-character code that identifies the kind of enforcement action taken against a water system.  These include the 69 follow-up actions that EPA has defined as well as any action types that have been added by the SDWIS/STATE Administrator.


This is a required field.  If left blank, the error message will be An Action Type must be specified.  This field will be protected from modification in change-mode.

Enforcement Action Year
The input field represents the year, which is determined via the status date.  


This is a required field.  If left blank, the error message will be Year is a required field. 


Since the year is no longer utilized as an identifying component in federal reporting, the field can be changed without advisory. 

State Asgn ID No.
The state assigned identification number of the enforcement action.  This field is used strictly for state tracking purposes.


This is an optional field.

Regulating Agency
The government agency that took the enforcement action.  This field will default to the state primacy agency.


This is a required field and if left blank, the message will be Regulating Agency must be specified.  If a value is specified that is not a valid value, the Legal Entity Maintenance List will be presented in single-select mode.

Status
The status of the enforcement action.  The valid selections are:



Potential



Taken (the default value)



Rejected


This is a required field.  The error message will be Status and Status Date must be entered.

Compliance Officer
The name of the compliance officer presented as lastname, firstname.  If the supplied value is not a valid INDIVIDUAL LEGAL_ENTITY, the Legal Entity Maintenance page will be presented in single-select mode.  The list will contain only legal_entities of type-code “IN.” 


This is an optional field.

Status Date
The date that the enforcement action entered the status designated in the Status Code field.  The field will default to current date in add mode.


This is a required field.  The error message will be Status and Status Date must be entered.

Comments
A text field where comments can be entered about the enforcement action.


This is an optional field.

Data Origin
This code indicates if the enforcement action originated from a region, state, or headquarters.  If the Primacy Agency is defined as type Regional (RG), the origin will default to Region.  If the primacy agency is defined as type State (ST), the origin will default to State.  The valid selections are:

This is a required field and cannot be left blank.

Associated Violations List Box:

This list box allows for the association of violations that are the cause for the enforcement action to be taken.  Violations are associated and disassociated using the buttons.

[Violation] Year
The year of the violation assigned to the enforcement action.

[Violation] FedRep ID
The external system number of the violation assigned to the enforcement action.

Status
The status of the violation assigned to the enforcement action.

Vio. Type
The violation type number of the violation assigned to the enforcement action.

Analyte Code
The analyte (or analyte group) four-digit code of the analyte for which the violation was generated.

Analyte Name
The name of the analyte (or analyte group).

State Period

Begin Date
The begin date of the state violation period for which the association violation was issued. 

State Period


End Date
The end date of the state violation period for which the associated violation was issued.

Federal Period

Begin Date
The begin date of the federal violation period for which the association violation was issued.

Federal Period


End Date
The end date of the federal violation period for which the associated violation was issued.

Analyte Result/UM
The analyte result measurement that caused the violation to be issued.

Determination Date
The date the violation was identified.

Buttons:
[Water System]

Go To
Will present the Water System Maintenance List in single-select mode where a water system may be selected and returned to the input field. Only water systems that are part of the current group assignment will be listed.  The name of the selection will also be updated on the page. 

[Action Type]

Go To
Will present the Action Type Maintenance List in single-select mode where an action type may be selected and returned to the input field. 

[Regulating Agency]

Go To
Will present the Legal Entity Maintenance List in single-select mode where a regulating agency may be selected and returned to the input field.  The list will contain only legal_entities of type-code “GA” which have the regulating_agency_indicator set to “Y.” 

[Compliance Officer]

Go To
Will present the Legal Entity Maintenance List in single-select mode where a compliance officer name may be selected and returned to the input field.  The list will contain only legal_entities of type-code “IN.” 

Associate
Will present the Violation Maintenance List where a violation may be selected and returned to the list box.  The violation will not be associated to the enforcement action until the OK button is pressed.


If a desired violation is not in the list, it may be added using the Edit/Add menu selection.


This button will only be available when a valid Action Type, Regulating Agency, Status, and Data Origin have been provided.

Disassociate
Will mark the highlighted violation as being disassociated from the enforcement action.  The violation will be removed from the list area display.  The disassociation will not actually occur until the OK button is pressed.


This button will only be available when a violation has been highlighted in the list area.

Schedule
For action types of SIE or EIE, this button will present the PN Schedule Activity Maintenance List where a Public Notice Activity can be assigned to the enforcement action.

For all other action types, this button will present the Enforcement Action Compliance Schedule Association List where a compliance schedule can be assigned to the enforcement action.


This button will only be available in add mode when the Action Type field contains a value other than SIE or EIE.  This button is always available in change mode.

OK
If the action type is one of (SOX, EOX, SO6, EO6, SO0, EO0) and the enforcement action status is “Taken,” the assigned violations will be evaluated to see if there are any associated violations that are in validated status and have a populated federal period begin date prior (less than or equal) to the enforcement action status date, and a federal violation period end date = nulls.  (B.6.1.2.1.a) If any are found, the following advisory will be presented, providing an opportunity to update the violation(s) federal period end date and/or state period end date with the status date of the enforcement action.  The advisory says:

This Enforcement Action was found to be associated to one or more validated violations that have a Federal Period Begin Date prior to the Enforcement Action Status date and no Federal Period End date.

Add-mode

Will edit the water system number as follows:

· If the water system number is not provided, the error message will be Water System No. must not be blank.  
· If the water system number is found but is not a part of the current water system group assignment, the error message will be WS is not part of current group/agency.  Change group/agency to access this WS.

· If the water system number is not found, the Water System Maintenance List will be presented in single-select mode where a water system may be selected and returned to the input field. Only water systems that are part of the current group assignment will be listed.  The name of the selection will also be updated on the page.

Will perform the following database activities:

· Create the enforcement action and associate it to the water system, action type, and regulating agency.

· If a valid compliance officer was supplied, associate it to the legal entity.  If it was not found, no associate will be made nor will an error message be displayed.

· For each violation in the list, a violation_enf_action_asgmt will be created and associated to the enforcement action and violation.

· If the violation advisory was presented and yes was selected, the federal violation period end date will be updated with the enforcement action status date if it is null. 

· If the violation advisory was presented and yes was selected, the state violation period end date will be updated with the enforcement action status date if it is null. 

· If compliance schedules were assigned, each will be associated to the enforcement action.

Change-mode

Will perform the following database activities:

· Update the enforcement action.

· Change the regulating agency. 

· Add, Change, or Remove the compliance officer.

· Add or Remove associated violations.

· Update the federal violation period end date if requested. 

· Update the state violation period end date if requested. 

· Add or Remove associated compliance schedules.

· Assign PN schedule activities.

Upon successful completion, the Enforcement Action Maintenance List will be presented.

Cancel
Will present the standard cancel confirmation page in add mode or if data has been updated in change mode.

Help
Will invoke the system online Help facility for this page.

Scroll Buttons

Will scroll the list box in the direction of the arrow displayed on the button.

If Cancel is pressed, the association will be aborted and the compliance schedule will not be associated to the enforcement action.

Disassociate
Will remove the highlighted compliance schedule from the list area and mark it to be disassociated from the enforcement action.  The actual disassociation will not occur until the OK button is pressed on the Enforcement Maintenance Page.  If Cancel is pressed, the disassociate will be aborted and the compliance schedule will remain associated to the enforcement action.

OK
Will return to the Enforcement Action Maintenance page.  Any compliance schedules marked for association or disassociation will be processed with the OK button on the Enforcement Action Maintenance Page.

Cancel



Will close the page and return to the Enforcement Action Maintenance page.  If changes have been made to the maintenance information, the standard cancel confirmation dialog will be presented.

Scroll Buttons

If the enforcement action is found to have associations to either violations or compliance schedules, a confirmation will be presented (Exhibit 6-6) warning of the associations and providing an opportunity to stop the delete.  When choosing to continue with the delete via the Yes button, the delete confirmation dialog will be presented.

6.2.2 Compliance Schedule Page Flow

When the user selects Compliance Schedule/Add from the Enforcement Action menu item on the SDWIS/STATE Home Page, the Compliance Schedule Maintenance page will be presented in add mode.

When the user selects Compliance Schedule/Maintain from the Enforcement Action menu item on the SDWIS/STATE Home Page, the Compliance Schedule Search page will be presented.

6.2.2.1   Compliance Schedule Maintenance

Exhibit 6-8 depicts the Compliance Schedule Maintenance page.

When this page is invoked from Site Visit Maintenance, users will not be able to change or delete compliance schedule activities, or associate, or disassociate deficiencies to a compliance schedule activity.  Users will only be able to maintain/add a compliance schedule and add schedule activities to it.  This means that the following buttons will be protected when Compliance Schedule Maintenance is invoked from Site Visit Maintenance (via the Custom Response button): 

· [Compliance Schedule Activities] Change.
· [Compliance Schedule Activities] Delete.

· [Associated Deficiencies] Associate.

· [Associated Deficiencies] Disassociate.

· [Compliance Schedule] Enf. Actions.

· [Compliance Schedule] Copy.

Entry Fields:

The number of the selected water system for which the compliance schedule is issued.  This field will be protected in change mode. 


In add-mode, if the water system number was provided as search criteria to the Compliance Schedule Maintenance List, it will be passed forward into this page, but can be changed prior to the OK button being selected. 


The state-code portion of the water system number will be pre-filled with the default installation state code value. 

State Asgn ID No.
An identifying alphanumeric field for the compliance schedule that may be assigned by the state.


The State Asgn ID No. field will be optional.

Description
The user may enter any narrative information about the compliance schedule.  This field can contain up to 2000 characters.


This is an optional field.

Regulating Agency
The regulating government agency responsible for the compliance schedule. It can be changed to another regulating agency.  If the value supplied is not a valid regulating agency, the Legal Entity Maintenance List will be presented in single-select mode upon tabbing off or clicking out of the field.  The list will contain only government agency types of legal entities with a regulating_agency_indicator set to “Y.” 


The Regulating Agency field will be mandatory.  In Add mode, this field will be defaulted to the primacy agency.

Compliance Officer
A compliance officer’s name may be entered.  The name should be entered in the format lastname, comma, space, firstname (e.g., Doe, John).  If the compliance officer is not found, the Legal Entity Maintenance List will be presented in single-select mode upon tabbing off or clicking out of the field.  The list will contain only individual types of legal entities.

The Compliance Officer field will be optional.

Schedule Type
An alphanumeric, four-character field with permitted values controlled by the SDWIS/STATE Administrator using the Permitted Values function.  The permitted values available from the dropdown list will be retrieved from the CODE table, table_name of TENSCHD1. 

Effective Date
Date the compliance schedule will be effective.  A calendar function will allow the user to more easily enter dates for this field.  The Effective Date field will be optional.

If Closed Date is valued and an Effective Date is populated with a date on or after Closed Date, the following error message will be invoked: Effective Date must be prior to Closed Date.  The software will set the effective date to a day before closed date (e.g., Closed Date – 1 day).

If this page is invoked from Site Visit Maintenance page and it is in Add mode, the software will default this field to “F - Final.”

Closed Date
Date the compliance schedule was closed.  A calendar function will allow the user to more easily enter dates for this field.  The Closed Date field will be optional.

If Effective Date is valued and a Closed Date is populated with a date on or before the Effective Date, the following error message will be invoked: Closed Date must be after the Effective Date.  The software will set the close date to a day after the effective date (e.g., Effective Date + 1 day).

Status Date
Date of the compliance schedule’s last status update.  A calendar function will allow the user to more easily enter dates for this field.

The Status Date field will be optional.

If this page is invoked from Site Visit Maintenance page and it is in Add mode, the software will default this field to current date.

List Boxes:
Compliance Schedule Activities Group Box:

The Compliance Schedule Activities Group Box lists the activities to be completed in order for the water system to return to compliance or correct the deficiencies.  The activities can be added or maintained by using the buttons contained within the group box.
The Compliance Schedule Activities Group Box will not be activated until the compliance schedule has been added.  This list will display up to 200 schedule activities.

The fields listed in Compliance Schedule Activities list will be Name, Due Date, Achieved Date, Condition (Derived) [by software], Vio Type, Reported Date, and Projected Date.  Refer to the Compliance Schedule Activity section of this document for definition of the displayed values.  Sort will be by Condition (1-Pending, 2-Overdue, 3-On Time, 4-Late) and Activity Name.

The group box will contain the following buttons: Compliance Schedule Activities Add, Compliance Schedule Activities Change, and Compliance Schedule Activities Delete.  Refer to the end of this section for an explanation of these buttons.

When the user highlights a schedule activity, all the deficiencies associated to this selected schedule activity will be shown in the Associated Deficiencies list.

Associated Deficiencies Group Box:

The Associated Deficiencies Group Box will consist of the associated deficiencies list and two buttons: Associate and Disassociate.

The Associated Deficiencies Group Box will be provided to display the deficiencies currently associated to the highlighted Compliance Schedule Activity.

The fields listed in Associated Deficiencies Group Box will be [Deficiency] No., Severity, Category, Date Identified, WSF State Asgn ID, Description, WS Notification Date, Resolved Date, WSF Name, and WSF Activity Status.  The two Description fields will be concatenated into one and only displaying the one that is valued.  If both are valued, both will be displayed (permitted value first) with a dash between them.  Sort will be by Deficiency No.

If the user presses this button and the Compliance Schedule has already been associated to a Site Visit, the Deficiency Maintenance List (described in Chapter 8) will be presented in multi-select mode, showing all deficiencies associated to the site visit (linked to the current compliance schedule).  If the current compliance schedule has no site visit, the software will display the Site Visit Maintenance List, displaying all the site visits for the water system referenced by the Compliance Schedule that are not yet linked to any compliance schedule.  A Site Visit must already exist before a user can associate Compliance Schedule Activities to Deficiencies from the Compliance Schedule Maintenance page.  As described in Chapter 8, the user must select a site visit that has one or more Deficiencies that the user wants to associate to the Compliance Schedule.  Once the user highlights a Site Visit record and selects Edit/Select (this will be the only Edit function available when flowing to the Site Visit Maintenance List from here), the Deficiency Maintenance List will be displayed in multi-select mode as described above.

6.7 The EBS Reports component will enable users to generate two types of reports: an Annual Compliance Report and a Compliance Schedule report.  The design for each of these two types of reports are presented below.  The menu to access these reports are as follows:
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6.8.1 Annual Compliance Report

The Annual Compliance Detail Report is based on EPA’s Guidance for States on Preparing Annual Public Water System Compliance Reports for 2004.  However, it will differ from EPA’s specifications in these ways:
1. It will include even minor EPA-defined violations whereas EPA guidance says that minor monitoring violations do not need to be included and minor CCR violations should not be included.
2. When a violation is recorded as a group violation in SDWIS/STATE, the group violation will be displayed not the individual violations within the group.

3. State violations will be included.
When the user selects Enforcement Report/Annual Compliance Report from the Enforcement Action menu item on the SDWIS/STATE Home Page, the Annual Compliance Reporting Interval page will be presented (Exhibit 6-35). (R0101:A.6.5.1.a)

Entry Fields:
Begin Date.
This date and the End Date define the period covered by the compliance report.  The period is used to determine the violations that will be selected for the report. At the top of the report the search criteria provided will be presented.  At the end of the report a total count of Water Systems appearing on the report will be presented.

The report will be printable.  It will have a report footer with the Report generate date and time and report page number.
