
	Alaskan Region - 129 Ramp Inspection Job Aid

	This job aid is intended to aid the inspector in conducting 129 ramp inspections by providing a guide to the requirements of foreign carriers operating to the U.S.

Foreign Air Carriers operating under 14 CFR Part 129 are required to comply with the following FAA Regulations:  Part 91 and 129 and additionally for U.S. registered aircraft Parts 21, 43, 61, 63, 65

Their FAA issued operations specifications and ICAO Annex 6 (within the limitations of HBAT/HBAW 98-04) are required to be complied with by 14 CFR Section 129.11 Operations specifications.

(a) Each foreign air carrier shall conduct its operations within the United States in accordance with operations specifications issued by the Administrator under this part and in accordance with the Standards and Recommended Practices contained in Part I (International Commercial Air Transport) of Annex 6 (Operation of Aircraft) to the Convention on International Civil Aviation Organization.

129 OpsSpec = foreign carrier operations specification paragraph requirement
