The readings shall be documented and recorded on attached reference drawings (Ambient Sound Level Drawings) via compact digital media (cd) in AutoCAD 2000 format and an Excel database file (Sound Survey Results) (SOUNDSURVEY.xls) via a 1.44MB floppy disk.

Buildings B-1103, 8120, and 4010 are required to have the sound level surveys performed for this scope of work."

REPLACE 1.3 “Submittals” with the following:

"The following shall be submitted in accordance with Section 01330, "Submittal Procedures:"

Design calculations, design analyses, or other data, written in nature, and pertaining to a part of the work.

Section 01750 – Starting and Adjusting:

REPLACE 1.3.1 “Sound Level Tests Required” with the following:

"The Contractor shall investigate, survey and record ambient noise levels in all area of "occupied" rooms (single egress rooms - conference rooms, offices, bathrooms, electrical and mechanical equipment rooms, etc.) of Buildings 1103, 8120 & 4010.  The Contracting Officer shall assist in the determination of when and where readings need to be taken.

1)  3 readings per room per 24-hour period.

2)  Sound level measuring instruments shall comply with the following:

a.  Meter shall conform to ANSI S1.4 (ASA 47), type S2A.

b.  Meter shall be set to A-weighted network, fast setting when

    collecting data.

c.  Calibration shall be current within the last six months from

    contract award date.  Provide documentation of meter       

    calibration in accordance with 1.3.

Three sets of floor plan drawings shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer showing the readings obtained.  The intent of this requirement shall be to determine the required sound pressure level of the fire alarm system per NFPA 72."

The qualifications for the bidders shall include the following requirements:

1.  "A member of staff that is registered as a Professional Engineer (PE)

    with ten (10) years experience in Fire Protection Engineering whom shall

    directly control, inspect, and provide signature authority for proposed report of

    survey.  Quoters shall provide a copy of  the P.E. license showing year and listed issuing

    authority. 
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2.  Previous experience with federal, state and government contracts.

    Organization/company name, address, and contact person with telephone

    number are required for each submittal. A minimum of two (2) is required. 

3.  Evidence of qualifications required for paragraphs 1 and 2 above

    shall be submitted with the quotation."

REPLACE 3.1 “Ambient Sound Survey” with the following:

"Ambient sound levels shall be recorded for areas defined by the referenced drawings attached.  Contractor shall obtain three readings from each area during a 24 hour period.  The Contractor shall record the levels on building plans provided.  Efforts to obtain sound level readings during times of maximum ambient levels shall be attempted.  The Contracting Officer shall assist in that determination.  Some buildings or areas may not require readings during specific periods of time.  

The sound survey Excel file shall show all readings per area/room.  A preliminary meeting is required prior to field survey dates to finalize scope of the field survey to all parties involved.  The meeting shall be coordinated with the Contracting Officer."
