Dear Mr. Mangrum:

On February 27, 2007, you petitioned the Federal Aviation Administration on behalf of Kent State University (Kent State) for an exemption from §§ 135.251, 135.255 and 135.353, and appendices I and J to part 121 of Title 14, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  That exemption, if granted, would allow Kent State University to conduct sightseeing flights at the Kent State University Airport, Stow, Ohio, on September 9, 2007, for compensation or hire, without complying with certain anti-drug and alcohol misuse prevention requirements of part 135. 
We are pleased to inform you that the FAA published a final rule on February 13, 2007; The National Air Tour Safety Standards (72 FR 6884), that makes your exemption unnecessary.  You may use the new § 91.146, Passenger carrying flights for the benefit of a charitable, nonprofit, or community event.  Those who comply with new § 91.146 are not subject to the certification requirements of part 135 or drug and alcohol testing requirements.  Note that any private pilot used must have at least 500 hours found in new § 91.146(b)(9).  Section 91.146 requires in (b)(10) that you conduct each flight in accordance with part 136, subpart A and in (e) that you notify the FAA Flight Standards District Office over the geographical area where the event is scheduled at least 7 days before the event.  A copy of the new rule is enclosed.
