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91.169 IFR Flight Plan: information required

Part 91.169 has never required the type of IFR departure to be annotated on the IFR flight plan. Departures with a name have historically been placed in the route of flight or issued by name by the ATC facility in the IFR clearance. Other unnamed departures have never been annotated and this lack of information has led to confusion between pilots and controllers. I therefore suggest that 91.169 require a pilot to annotate the type of departure desired either by name and/or computer code or placing notes in the remarks section of the flight plan.

Suggested wording; 

91.169 (a) (3) Departure information. Annotate the desired named/coded departure as the first entry in the route of flight on an IFR flight plan. Annotate the desired use of an obstacle departure procedure (ODP) in the remarks section of an IFR flight plan.
