The Wildland Fire Operations and Training Program provides guidance and support in all areas of fire operations (including planning, preparedness, severity, suppression and fire reviews), burned area emergency stabilization and rehabilitation, fire prevention and fire safety, employee training and development, and incident qualification and certification systems development and implementation. 
The Wildland Fire Lessons Learned Center is co-located with the National Advanced Fire & Resource Institute (NAFRI) in Tucson, Arizona. The Lessons Learned Center’s mission is to improve safe work practices and organizational learning in interagency wildland fire.

· Develops policy, coordinates, and/or participates in interagency policy development in wildland fire preparedness, severity, suppression, prevention, safety, burned area stabilization and rehabilitation, fire medical standards, training and qualifications, and more.
