	CONTRACTOR ACCESS TO GSFC DURING GOVERNMENT HOLIDAYS AND SPECIAL "NON-DUTY" DAYS 


SUMMARY 

Generally, contracts for work to be performed onsite should contain terms that permit contractor access during established Government holidays or "special" holidays. The past practice of denying access (and the associated result--"when civil service personnel are off, contractor personnel are off"), must be discontinued. Therefore, cost reimbursement type contracts involving onsite performance should use NFS clause 1852.242-72, "Observance of Legal Holidays" with its Alternate II. This Alternate provides for "dismissal" of contractor personnel only when civil service personnel are granted administrative leave because of inclement weather, hazardous conditions or other special circumstances. 

Contract Specialists/Contracting Officers should not use clause 1852.242-72 with its Alternate I. Alternate I denies contractor personnel access to the "installation" (GSFC Greenbelt and Wallops) during stated Government holidays and "any other day designated by Federal Statute, Executive Order, or the President's Proclamation". 

Note: Generally, fixed price type contracts should contain the basic clause only (1815.242-72 without Alternates). 
APPLICATION OF CLAUSE DURING PERFORMANCE IN EXISTING CONTRACTS
For existing contracts, the general guidance for application of clause 1815.242-72, with its alternates, is as follows: 


If the contract contains:

Basic clause only--The Contractor has access to the Center and the time/day off given to civil servants is a normal work day for the Contractor.

Basic clause with Alternate I--The Contractor does not have access to the Center except for the limited conditions stated in the clause.

Basic clause with Alternate II--The Contractor has access to the Center and the time/day off given to civil servants is a normal work day for the Contractor.

Basic clause with both Alternates I and II--The Contractor does not have access to the Center except for the limited conditions stated in the clause.
