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As you may be aware, 14 CFR Part 139, section 329 (e), Pedestrians and Ground Vehicles, contains a revised and expanded section on procedures for ground vehicle training, to include a record keeping provision.  The FAA is again devoting specific resources to emphasize runway incursion prevention, especially toward incidents resulting from vehicles operating on movement areas.

Enclosed are two DVDs specifically for use as part of an integrated vehicle driver training program.  The first DVD, entitled “Heads Up, Hold Short, Fly Right,” was distributed by the Flight Standards Safety Program Office to all Certified Flight Instructors in the US.   This video includes narration by professional pilot Patti Wagstaff.  The second DVD, entitled “Airfield Operational Safety Awareness”, was developed in cooperation with United Airlines to give a generic overview of airfield operational procedures.

Please note that both disks contained with this bulletin are recorded in DVD format.  They will require a DVD player or DVD drive in your computer to function.  

More material will be available over the next few years.  Please take a moment to review each DVD and include the information as training material in your airport specific driver training program.
