Market Tone
The pattern of export price fluctuations for this week is mixed.  Prices for most grades of white rice slightly declined due mainly to inactive demand from overseas buyers.  Trade sources reported that several regular buyers of Thai rice are currently switching to less expensive rice from Vietnam.  However, fragrant rice prices firmed because many exporters adjust their quotations to reflect recently higher domestic prices.  Continuance in the Government’s intervention program has led domestic prices for all grades of rice to remain high.

Note on data: Export figures since March 22, 2002, do not include fragrant rice.  The authority to report fragrant rice exports was moved from the Thai Board of Trade to the Ministry of Commerce’s Office of Commodity Standards, which does not release official fragrant rice export data.  FAS/BKK will report only official export numbers from the Board of Trade for non-fragrant and from the Office of Commodity Standards for fragrant rice when available, but the reader should bear in mind the difference between the data.

Unofficial exports (excluding fragrant rice) for Feb. 20-26 totaled 99,974 tons, up 13,221 tons from the previous week’s total, and down 1,546 tons from the four-week moving average of 93,552 tons.  Exports during Jan. 1 – Feb. 26, 2006 totaled 738,027 tons, as compared with 977,264 tons in the previous year.

According to the Department of Foreign Trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports (including fragrant rice) during Jan. 1 – Feb. 8, 2006, amounted to 700,569 tons, down 27 percent from 956,855 tons in the previous year.
