NEW AREA INCOME LIMITS FOR USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT DIRECT AND GUARANTEED HOME LOAN PROGRAM TAKE EFFECT TODAY
SYRACUSE, N.Y., March 19, 2008 – The U.S. Department of Agriculture Rural Development agency announced today that it has established new area income limits for its direct and guaranteed home loan program in New York State. The limits are effective immediately.
The 2008 area income limits have increased, or remained steady, in every eligible county and metropolitan area. “Our 2008 area income limits have been designed to help deserving rural New Yorkers become homeowners,” said Patrick H. Brennan, State Director for USDA Rural Development in New York. “I encourage anyone interested in this program to contact a local USDA Rural Development Service Center to find out how we can help you.”


USDA Rural Development’s direct home loan program helps very-low to low-income families and individuals buy, build or improve homes in rural communities. The guaranteed home loan program is designed for low- to moderate-income families and individuals whose income is too high to qualify for the direct program. The programs require no down payment and provide additional costs savings by eliminating private mortgage insurance (PMI). 

USDA Rural Development’s mission is to increase economic opportunity and improve the quality of life for rural residents. In fiscal year 2007, USDA Rural Development invested more than $262 million in New York, raising its total investment in the state to more than $1.5 billion since 2001.
