EXPORT CERTIFICATE.  THEREFORE, SUBJECT MERCHANDISE ACCOMPANIED

BY AN EXPORT LICENSE AND AN EXPORT CERTIFICATE ISSUED BY THE

GOVERNMENT OF UKRAINE MAY ENTER THE UNITED STATES AFTER

NOVEMBER 1, 2008 UNDER THE TERMS OF THE PREVIOUS SUSPENSION

AGREEMENT.
