CITY OF KIMBALL RECEIVES $305,329 FROM USDA RURAL DEVELOPMENT
Funding Will Assist With Water and Waste System Improvements
(Kimball, South Dakota – September 6, 2006)  The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Rural Development has approved a water and waste disposal loan of $236,000 and grant of $69,329 for combined funding of $305,329 to the City of Kimball.  This funding will be used to make improvements to the public water and waste system.  

“USDA Rural Development grant and loan programs bring critical federal dollars to communities in need.  Safe and reliable drinking water is essential to the community and maintenance of the infrastructure enhances the quality of life for all residences,” said Potts.

The City of Kimball is located in the east-central portion of Brule County in south-central South Dakota.  The city wants to ensure that water distribution and collections systems are consistent with the long-range needs of the community.  At present, the community is experiencing water quality issues and the pumping capacity of the wastewater collection system is inadequate during the peak periods.  System improvements including extending sewer and water lines south of Interstate 90 to properties that have not had service, setting up a new pump lift station to alleviate any problems with the old pump and /or blockages in the force main, and installation of a new manhole in the south part of town should alleviate storm water in the sewer system. The federal funding will be leveraged with a state of South Dakota community development block grant in the amount of $182,500. 
“With this loan and grant money we will be able to improve the water quality for our residents by eliminating dead ends in our water lines, as well as increasing fire protection.  The project will promote growth and development in new areas as well as increasing the capacity of the wastewater treatment system in the southern part of Kimball.  Rural Development understands the needs of small towns such as Kimball and has worked hard with us to provide the funding for this project.  Thank you from the City of Kimball,” said Robert L. Miller, Mayor of the City of Kimball.
