How to use the IQCS Active/Inactive Course List (Posted 6/14/05)

Active courses are those you can enroll students into. Inactive courses (usually denoted by the Course Code being preceded by an “X”, as in “XS-390”) remain in IQCS as historical records, and can be applied to responders’ training records to document past training.

Inactive courses cannot be used to set up sessions, nor can students be enrolled into inactive courses.

Some inactive (“X-xxxx” courses) were set by NWCG direction to award credit for current curricula. For example, XS-390 represents the S-390 course that was presented prior to 1994; anyone who passed S-390 prior to 1994 was given credit for the current versions of S-390 AND S-290 in order to maintain qualifications dependent on S-290. Should you have an employee who presents evidence of successful completion of S-390 prior to January 1, 1994, you can award that person XS-390 and IQCS will post S-290 AND S-390 to the responder’s records.

The list is sorted alphabetically by the first column, “Course”. To sort by course title (“Descr”) you’ll need to open the Print Version and save the file to your local disk or directory, and open it as an Excel spreadsheet. (The Print Version opens in an Internet Explorer—or whatever browser you’re using—window, and you can sort the file in that window. If you want to preserve the sort criteria, you’ll need to save the file to your local disk.)
