Temporary Badge Policy

It’s that time again – time to renew your temporary badge. If you already hold a temporary badge and are a member of the Goddard Dance Club you are eligible for renewal of your temporary badge. Otherwise, to be eligible for a six-month temporary badge (for unescorted access) you must be a member of the Goddard Dance Club (GDC):
1) and be registered for and have attended two current, consecutive 2-month class series, or 

2) be a retired GSFC civil servant, or

3) be the significant other or family member of a GSFC employee.

NOTE: Your new badge will not be issued until your current badge expires.

Badges that are not picked-up may result in loss of unescorted access privileges.

Also note: One day badges for unescorted access will be processed for all guests attending the pot luck dances as long as they register with Kate Perrie prior to the deadline (the Tuesday before the dance).
