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TENNESSEE SUPPLEMENT TO 1794A-602 
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This Supplement has been developed to provide applicants/engineers in Tennessee with names and addresses of Federal and State agencies to contact for information to be included in environmental reports for Water and Waste projects to be financed through RUS. 

The Environmental Report and the Preliminary Engineering Report should be prepared at the same time and submitted simultaneously. RD expects the applicant, the borrower, and/or the lender to consider the potential environmental impacts and alternatives of their requests at the earliest planning stages and to develop proposals that avoid or minimize potential adverse impacts on the environment. In the case of guaranteed loans, the lender is expected to assist the borrower in considering the environmental impacts. 

The applicant should be aware that during the period of application review and processing, the applicant will take no action or incur any obligation with respect to their proposed undertaking which would have any impact on the environment or limit the range of environmental alternatives for the project. 

The completion of the environmental review must occur prior to the issuance of the letter of conditions. 

RD will advise applicants as to the environmental soundness of their proposed project early in the planning process to facilitate the analysis of alternatives when necessary. Technical assistance can be obtained from the following:
