	3.  Apply fire, fuel, and resource application tools, LANDFIRE data, and local data in a consistent manner as part of strategic planning

	4.  Understand the range of available assessment tools and data, their uses, and develop options for application to specific planning issues

	5.  Contribute to achieving objectives of the National Fire Plan, Healthy Forest Restoration Act, and land and resource management

Land managers, fuel specialist, ecologists, biologists, planners and GIS specialists interested in learning tools for assessing landscapes using LANDFIRE products and local data.
