The grant will be used to pay for cost overruns encountered in the construction of the Town’s Sewer District #1 and raises Rural Development’s total investment in the project to more than $1.8 million. In 2006, the agency provided a $953,000 loan and a $499,875 grant for the project. 
“Helping rural communities construct, improve and maintain wastewater infrastructure is one of Rural Development’s core missions and we’re pleased to be able to support this project,” said State Director Brennan. “This grant will help Hillsdale complete their system, which will alleviate environmental concerns and improve service for residents.”
