The purpose of the Department of Commerce's International Trade Administration is to promote and develop U.S. international trade. It is uniquely positioned to help the U.S. business community enter the international trade process. It is the only government organization involved in international trade with a worldwide field presence and delivery system. Trade specialists in more than 100 U.S. cities and 80 countries provide in-depth export consulting and customized business solutions. These trade professionals provide counseling and a variety of products and services to assist small and mid-sized U.S. businesses export their products and services. The U.S. Department of Commerce acts as an international marketing arm for these businesses and firms who have limited resources to penetrate foreign markets.

The Salt Lake City Export Assistance Center serves as the first link in the government's export network for firms throughout Utah. The office can provide a wide range of international trade assistance for your company. While it cannot close an export deal or fill an export order for you, the trade specialists do take the mystery out of the export process. They provide you with the facts you need about doing international business and help you find foreign buyers for your company's products and services. To do this, the Department offers numerous low-cost export market information services. These powerful tools support each phase of your company's international marketing strategy: market identification, market assessment, and market contacts. These are the critical steps to exporting that must be taken to penetrate foreign markets. Such services include:

Programs to Help Identify Potential Foreign Markets:

• Marketing Statistics: Product import and export data, by country, are available in computer databases including both U.S. and foreign government statistics.

• Market Research Reports: A wide variety of reports on specific products and product lines prepared by the Department's overseas staff are available from the Department's computer database.

• Foreign Country Data: General economic and marketing background reports on virtually every country in the world are available on the National Trade

Data Bank and on the Internet at http://www.mac.doc.gov/tcc/country.htm

Programs to Help Identify Potential Foreign Buyers, Agents, and

Distributors

• Gold Key: Experienced trade professionals in your target country will arrange appointments for you with prescreened contacts whose interests and objectives match your own.

• Trade Opportunities: Foreign trade leads for specific products and services are identified and transmitted electronically by U.S. foreign commercial service posts and are available on the National Trade Data Bank or the Export Assistance Center.

• Commercial News USA: A publication published 12 times annually is circulated by the Department's overseas posts to more than 150,000 foreign potential customers, potential agents/distributors, in more than 145 countries and often translated into seven or eight languages. U.S. firms can insert a listing of their products and services for a minimal fee.

• International Partner Search: The Department will conduct an overseas search for a foreign agent and distributor and/or partner for a specific product or service.

• Flexible Market Analysis: The Department’s Flexible Market Research program makes use of its vast network of industry associations, government agencies, importers, distributors, end-users, and manufacturers to provide information critical to international business success.

• Trade Missions: The Department conducts a limited number of U.S. trade missions to foreign countries each year. A newly developed type of trade mission is the Matchmaker Trade Delegation, which literally "matches" small and medium-sized U.S. firms to foreign channels of distribution for specific types of products.

• Trade Shows: The Department regularly enables U.S. firms to participate in a variety of overseas trade shows by providing space and marketing assistance in selected foreign-sponsored exhibitions or Department-sponsored events.

• Catalog Shows: The Department conducts catalog shows for specific as well as broad product areas in foreign markets where potential buyers, agents, distributors and end users are invited to examine the catalogs of U.S. firms. 

Other Services:

• U.S. Export Documentation Requirements: Information and forms are available on Department of Commerce export licensing requirements, and the Shipper's Export Declaration and Schedule B numbers.

• Trade Information Center: The Trade Information Center takes calls from 9 AM to 

5 PM EST from U.S. companies with export-related questions. Call 1-800-872-8723 or

(1-800-USA-TRADE.) The information provided by the Trade Information Center is derived from over 60 sources, including the U.S. Departments of Commerce and Agriculture, multilateral agencies, the United Nations, and numerous private sources.
• Exporting Seminars: The Salt Lake Export Assistance Center co-sponsors with other organizations in Utah special seminars throughout the year on various aspects of international trade and marketing including "How to" seminars on "The Basics of 

Exporting". Country-specific seminars and conferences and more advanced seminars are also held on an ad hoc basis. 

• Monthly Newsletter: The Salt Lake Export Assistance Center, jointly with the State of Utah, publishes a newsletter containing information on international trade of interest to business.

• Country/Market Research: The Salt Lake Export Assistance Center provides up to date country data and market research reports through the National Trade Data Bank (NTDB). The National Trade Data Bank is also available through the Internet at http://www.stat-usa.gov.

• Export Counseling: The Department's number one service for the exporter is the free, professional export counseling provided by the Salt Lake Export Assistant Center Trade Specialist. The Trade Specialist plays a key role in helping your company develop its export business. Among the trade specialist's major functions are:

 Assessing the export potential of your company's products and services.

Assisting you in identifying and evaluating foreign markets.

Training your company's personnel on the mechanics and fundamentals of international trade.

- 
Advising you on alternative methods used to penetrate foreign markets (i.e., exporting through export trading companies, establishing an agent/distributor network, joint ventures, licensing).

Explaining the benefits of your company's participation in international trade events.

- 
Facilitating trade contact with foreign customers.

- 
Counseling on export marketing strategies, and export financing alternatives, U.S. export administration regulations, and trade and investment opportunities.

For this reason, nearly all of the DECs aggressively seek potential exporters and offer them one-on-one export counseling.

The goal of the foreign direct investment program is to attract foreign businesses to the state in order to provide new employment opportunities and a broader tax base. This program is also used to forge partnerships with foreign entities, as well as disseminate information about Utah.

ACCOUNTING FIRMS

Accountants can be important resources in helping you determine how best to structure your business for export sales. The U.S. government has established several programs that can provide tax incentives to exporters. These generally involve the establishment of Foreign Sales Corporations. There are also various tax and accounting questions that arise in some instances in the treatment of income from foreign sales and in treatment of foreign employees or foreign subsidiaries or offices. Many of the large accounting firms have booklets available covering these various topics. Likewise, most firms have offices in foreign countries allowing them extensive knowledge of foreign tax and business law and can provide expert help and assistance in the foreign countries themselves. Also, because of their foreign offices, these firms can often provide help in understanding the markets and business climate in the various countries and can provide many helpful contacts.

INTERNATIONAL BANKING

Your bank will usually be an important partner in your international transactions.  Unless you are fully familiar with your overseas customers and are comfortable dealing with them on an open account basis, you will probably want to sell to customers in a manner that ensures prompt payment.  While there are several ways to receive payment, a common method is by letter of credit.  With a letter of credit, once the goods are shipped, appropriate shipping documents as required by the letter of credit are presented to your bank and the letter of credit is processed for payment.  Your bank can also obtain payment of checks you may receive in foreign currency or supply checks to you to pay bills in foreign currency.  Your bank may also be able to help in providing financing for export sales.  Many of Utah's banks have international departments with knowledgeable people who can help you. Such banks include:

PATENT, TRADEMARK, AND COPYRIGHT ATTORNEYS


Protecting your patents, trademarks, copyrights, and trade secrets abroad can be an important part of your export strategy.  Strict time limits apply to filing patent applications in foreign countries and trademark rights in many foreign countries are based on filing rather than use, with the first party to file owning the trademark.  It is therefore important to consider these matters.


Most patent attorneys have a network of foreign associate attorneys who handle patent and trademark filings in foreign countries and can advise regarding copyright protection in foreign countries.  Therefore, your regular patent attorney would be the first one to contact regarding foreign protection.

EXPORT TRADE INTERMEDIARIES AND CONSULTANTS

Export trade intermediaries take various forms, from a consultant who works with your company on a fee basis to set up an in-house export marketing program, to companies who buy your products from you and then export them on their own account.  In many cases, the intermediary will arrange export sales for you on the basis of a commission based on sales.  The arrangements may vary.  The advantage of using an intermediary is that they already have knowledge of foreign markets and customers and can act as your foreign sales department without the cost and lead-time to you of setting up your own international sales department.  Consultants can also search information resources to provide marketing leads and travel and cultural information, and can help with product safety testing and design to meet international regulations (see also Information and Miscellaneous Services headings.)

ADVERTISING AND MARKET RESEARCH

Particularly with consumer products, it is important to get expert cultural advice.  Cultural assistance is often provided by foreign distributors but sometimes, it is more convenient and preferable to obtain that help locally. CARNET INFORMATION

A Carnet (Kar-nay) is a customs document issued by the United States Council for International Business that enables a person to carry or send various goods temporarily into a foreign country without paying duties or posting bonds.  This saves time going through customs at international borders and airports.  Carnets are particularly useful for engineers, technicians, salesmen, filmmakers, and musicians or anyone else who takes equipment or samples temporarily into foreign countries.

There are nearly 50 ATA Carnet countries, including Canada, Europe (many in Eastern Europe), Japan, several nations in the Pacific Rim, and parts of Africa.
