The funding was provided through USDA Rural Development’s Water and Environmental Program and will be used to make water system improvements in the Village. The funding is being distributed as a loan and terms are 30 years at 3.75 percent. 


“Our Water and Environmental Program helps small communities like Clayton improve their water and wastewater infrastructure and is a crucial tool in our efforts to improve the quality of life in our rural areas,” State Director Brennan. “These water system improvements will enable the Village to improve water service and fire protection for its residents.” 


“On behalf of the Village of Clayton, we are grateful for this and many past projects made possible through the assistance of USDA, and our representatives in Albany and Washington,” said Clayton Mayor Norma Zimmer. “The addition of a fairly remote portion of the Village to the municipal water system has long been needed and is now a reality, fostering additional development of vacant land within the Village limits.”
