Request to Extend Information Collection 1820-0631

The Rehabilitation Services Administration (RSA) within the Office of Special Education and Rehabilitative Services of the U.S. Department of Education requests clearance to extend the Reporting Form for Projects With Industry Compliance Indicators and Annual Evaluation Plan (OMB No. 1820-0631) for use through April 30, 2008. 

Under Section 379.54 (implementing section 611 (f) of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (Act)) requires grantees who are requesting funding for the third or any subsequent year to submit indicator data 60 days after the end of the project year. 

The Reporting Form for Projects With Industry Compliance Indicators and Annual Evaluation Plan is used to: (1) evaluate the performance of grant recipients with respect to their compliance with evaluation standards as required under section 611(f)(3)(B) of the Act; (2) determine whether a grantee’s performance meets the requirements for continuation funding as required by section 611(a)(f)(4); (3) comply with mandated annual reporting requirements in section 611(a)(5); and (4) evaluate the performance of the program and its grantees with respect to measures established pursuant to the Government Performance Results Act and the job training common measures.  

In addition, RSA is proposing to revise the current information collection form which is in the OMB clearance process. The anticipated time of approval will be January 2008 which will exceed the current expiration date of November, 2007.   A copy of this information is attached.

Please allow the extension in order to comply with the congressional mandate to assess project performance based on the above standards established in the Act.
