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CITY OF CORSICA IMPROVES TREATMENT FACILITY AND WATER DELIVERY 
USDA Rural Development Funds of $1,075,625 Assist With the Project
(Corsica, SD – June 13, 2007)  Area Director Trace Davids and Rural Development Manager Tim Murray met with City of Corsica officials Wednesday to award $1,075,625 in loan and grant funding for improvements to the City’s water and wastewater facilities.  
Mike Jaspers, State Director for USDA Rural Development said, “This funding represents a serious federal commitment to rural water systems and the people they serve.” He continued, “The upgrades to the facilities will ensure continued service to area residents, as well as provide for moderate future growth in the area.”

The proposed water improvements will focus upon two key segments, supply and storage.  These improvements will increase the water system’s “on demand” capacity while addressing low pressure concerns in segments of the City.  Wastewater improvements will include replacement of the community’s waste treatment facilities. The addition of a new storage reservoir, increase in supply, additional waste treatment cells and improved discharging practices will serve the community for several years.  The Rural Development water and waste disposal loan funds in the amount of $763,000 and grant funds in the amount of $312,625 were leveraged with other funding from sources other than USDA in the amount of $1,609,000 for a combined total project cost of $2,684,625.
“The improvements to our waste water collection system will help to eliminate the problems that would have arisen now and in the future.  By eliminating our ground water problems, we will increase the life of our existing lagoons.  With the new water tower, increased water supply into town and replacement of old, outdated water mains, we can be assured that any future growth in Corsica will not be hindered by lack of water,” said Richard Brink, Mayor of the City of Corsica.
