UNUSED/ABANDONED WELL SEALING PROGRAM
FACT SHEET

The Chisago Soil and Water Conservation District (SWCD) has been delegated authority to administer the Chisago County Local Water Plan Cost Share Program for sealing unused/abandoned private wells.  Costs eligible to be cost shared are limited to the permit, digging, sealing materials, and backfill of the wellsite.  The cost share can be up to 50% of these costs, not to exceed $500.00 per well.  Any other related costs shall be paid by the landowner.  Just follow the instructions below.
1. Obtain and fill out an application.  Applications are available at the Chisago SWCD office, located at the AG Service Center, 38814 Third Avenue, North Branch.  The application can be printed off the district web site or one can be mailed to you.  To request an application or to have any questions answered about the program, call 651/674-2333.
2. Obtain at least two (2) bids from a licensed well driller/sealer (a list of some of the local contractors is included in the application packet).  NOTE: the bids must be itemized to show windmill/pump/waterline changes in addition to actual sealing of the wellsite.

3. Turn in the application with the bid attached to the SWCD office.  The application is then reviewed on a quarterly basis by the SWCD Board of Supervisors who set the cost share amount.  Guidelines that the Board will follow when approving a request for well sealing include; the total amount of cost share being received for the project from all local, state, and federal funds must not exceed 75% of the total cost, and only wells that penetrate a confining layer(s) is eligible for cost share.  Work should not be started until AFTER this review is completed.  You will be notified by mail after the Board meets and your cost share as to the status of your request.
4. After the well is sealed (which must be within 6 months of approval), the land owner is responsible for paying the entire bill and obtaining an itemized receipt and a MN Dept. of Health Well Sealing Record from the contractor.  This paperwork must then be submitted (within 12 months of approval) to the SWCD office before the cost share amount can be disbursed to the landowner.
