TOWN OF DEERFIELD’S NEW WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM 
SYRACUSE, N.Y., February 9, 2007 – U.S. Department of Agriculture Rural Development has awarded a $699,000 loan and grant package to the Town of Deerfield for its new water system. 

The funds will be distributed as a $562,000 loan and a $137,000 grant. The money will pay for the installation of more than 9,000 feet of water pipe in Deerfield’s new Water District #6 – Doyle Road project.  
“I’m extremely pleased to help the Town of Deerfield build this new water district, which will bring clean, reliable drinking water to more than 180 residents,” said Patrick H. Brennan, State Director for USDA Rural Development in New York. “The Doyle Road area has been plagued with low pressure and poor water quality for years. The new water system will correct those problems and significantly improve the quality of life for area residents.”
USDA Rural Development invested more than $250 million in rural New York in fiscal year 2006, raising its total investment in the state to more than $1.2 billion since 2001. The Deerfield funds were made available through USDA Rural Development’s Water and Waste Disposal Loan and Grant Program. The program’s objective is to provide infrastructure for rural areas of up to 10,000 in population. Public entities can apply for funding through the program and the money must be used to improve public water, waste collection and treatment systems.
