1.2 Release Status
This is a minor release that is to be applied to MAVIS databases currently at release v03.07.04.

It contains some minor fixes for problems that have been identified with v03.07.04. 

Please note that v03.07.00 of MAVIS was a major release – refer to MAVIS v03.07.00 Release Notes for further detail and to assist with acceptance testing. 

If a site is satisfied with the release, it can be migrated to Production when desired. 

Issues that the site believes should be addressed before the release is migrated to Production should be logged with the Wizard help desk (mavis.support@wizardis.com.au) as soon as possible.

1.5 Mavis.ini file

As for all MAVIS releases, this release contains mavis_<sitename>.ini files customised for each site to the best of Wizard’s knowledge, e.g. mavis_ampas.in, mavis_barch.ini, mavis_lc.ini, mavis_nbr.ini, mavis_ssa_test.ini, mavis_ssa_prod.ini, mavis_wustl.ini. 

Each site should review the appropriate mavis_<sitename>.ini file and customise it further if necessary. 

When you have finished customising the mavis_<sitename>.ini file, you must rename it to mavis.ini so that MAVIS uses it correctly.

This note does not apply if you receive the release as a self-extracting executable (LC only). That process will set these values to the known values for your site.

Note that the mavis.ini file Strategy sections should NOT be modified without prior consultation with Wizard.

There are no changes to the mavis.ini file for v03.07.05. 
1.6 Code File

After the release has been installed at your site, you should regenerate the code file and distribute it appropriately (if you use this mechanism) to ensure that your users have access to any codes that may have been created or updated by the release. It is necessary to repeat this whenever the release is installed in a new environment e.g. Test, Training and Production.

1.7 Synchronise Views

After the release has been installed at your site, you should synchronise views. This ensures that any new columns in configurable list windows and forms are available to your users and that any obsolete columns are removed from configurable list windows and forms. The function can be accessed from User Preferences - List View Builder – List View menu. Enhancements
All specifications for enhancements that were contained in major release v03.07.00 have been re-included in the v03.07.05/documentation/enhancements sub-directory of this release. No specifications have been updated since the release of v03.07.04. 
Reports 

The design specification for all pre-defined reports has not been updated in v03.07.05. See document ‘MAVIS Reports Design Specification v11.0.doc’.

Security

MAVIS v03.07.00 contained a very significant enhancement to security. See documents ‘MAVIS Design Specification for Security Enhancements_v1.0.doc’ and ‘MAVIS Security Design Specification v4.0.doc’ in the security sub-directory. These documents have not changed since v03.07.00 and have been re-included for completeness. 

This directory also contains the spreadsheet MAVIS_Table_Privileges_Matrix.xls which is an up-to-date matrix referred to by the MAVIS Security Design Specification document.
XML
MAVIS v03.07.00 contained a very significant enhancement to the XML facilities in MAVIS. All the relevant documents have been re-included for completeness – see ‘MAVIS Design Specification for Web Server Update Capabilities_v3.0.doc’ and ‘MAVIS Web Xml Server Superuser Guide_v6.0.doc’ in the XML sub-directory. 

The document that describes differences and incompatibilities between v03.06.00 XML and v03.07.00 XML has not been updated for v03.07.05 – see ‘XML Import Incompatibilities between 03.06.00 and 03.07.00_v4.0.doc’. 

Standard system documents for various XML facilities in MAVIS have also been re-included in the XML sub-directory – see ‘MAVIS Batch XML Superuser Guide_v5.0.doc’, ‘MAVIS Design Specification for Batch XML Import Export_v7.0.doc’ (this document has not been updated in v03.07.05) and ‘MAVIS Design Specification for XML Phase 2_v3.0.doc’. 

Internet Explorer V7 users: please note that, when using the MAVIS XML Web Server, any percentage sign symbols in URLs must be escaped i.e. use %25 to represent a percentage sign.
1.9 MAVIS On-Line Help

The MAVIS On-Line is provided as Compressed HTML Help. Compressed HTML Help is Microsoft’s replacement for WinHelp. It is standard on Windows 98, 2000 and XP, and is also installed with Internet Explorer 5.0 (and beyond) and Microsoft Office 2000.  The help authoring application used by Wizard – XDK – develops on-line documents with XML. 

Known Problems with On-Line Help

1. Windows 95 / NT4.0

Compressed HTML Help may not work with Windows 95 or NT 4.0. 

2. The Help file cannot be opened and the user gets "action has been interrupted" error.
This is usually a network configuration problem. If the Compiled Help file (e.g. 'eng03.chm') resides on a file server that a) runs Windows Server 2003, or b) has installed security updates 896358 or 840315, then the InfoTech protocol (which the Help file uses) has been locked down for security reasons, and must be partially reopened by changing Registry settings to allow for Compiled Help traffic. 
See http://support.microsoft.com/kb/896054 for details. For most sites, the solution is to add the following Registry setting to the file server's Registry: 

   [HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\Microsoft\HTMLHelp\1.x\ItssRestrictions] "MaxAllowedZone"=dword:00000001

Alternatively, a workaround is to copy the Help files to the user's local machine, and change the mavis.ini file to point to the local copy instead.
1.10 National Language Support

1.11 Oracle Support

This release of MAVIS has been tested with the following versions of Oracle:

Server: 10.1 and 10.2 

Client: 10.1 and 10.2 

Whilst we have not tested under Oracle 9, there are no known problems with using that version. Use of Oracle 8 is not supported.  Please contact Wizard for advice if you are still using Oracle 8. 

We strongly recommend use of the same version of the server and client software i.e. if you are using Oracle 9 server software, you should use Oracle 9 (NOT Oracle 10) client software. Likewise, if you are using Oracle 10 server software, we strongly recommend the use of Oracle 10 client software.  We have found problems can occur in MAVIS if these recommendations are not followed.

b. Choose any order from the list of templates. The window is opened, and the error message appears immediately. This is more an annoying behaviour as we are able to enter all necessary information. The behavior differs from earlier behaviour.
