Class Announcement:
Archaeological Resource Investigations (ARI) has scheduled an offering of the firm’s three-day Archaeological Law Enforcement (basic ARPA) class in Fort Smith, Arkansas, Tuesday, September 12 through Thursday, September 14, 2006.  The USDA Forest Service, Ouachita National Forest will be the host for this class. The class description and schedule also are provided as part of this announcement (see below).  This class is open to all government and tribal law enforcement officers, archaeologists and prosecuting attorneys.  (USDA Forest Service Law Enforcement & Investigations has determined that this class is the equivalent of ARPA training presented by the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center and meets the training needs in this area for USDA Forest Service law enforcement officers and agents.)  The registration deadline for the class is close of business on August 11, 2006.
