Edison National Historic Site preserves the Laboratory and the Home of Thomas A. Edison, America’s foremost inventor.  The Site’s century-old structures house some of the nation’s most significant collections in the fields of sound recording, motion pictures, and electrical lighting.  The collections include 400,000 artifacts, 48,000 sound recordings, and 5,000 pages of historic documents.  Glenmont, the Edison estate, is a 29 room Queen Anne style mansion.  In contrast to the industrial nature of the lab site, it offers insight into the private life of the Edison family.  Two European collaborations we would seek would be with the London Science Museum & the British Library Sound Archive.  The first for its technology collection and the second for its specialization in cylinder records.
