        The GOME-2 project proposal was given to the SPSRB co-chairs in June 2003 during the Polar Product System Development and Implementation (P-PSDI) review and later approved by the NESDIS Executive Board in December 2003.  This project will develop a total ozone product using GOME-2 from Metop.  The launch planning date for Metop is Oct 2005 and it will undergo a six month checkout before the data will be released operationally.  After operational checkout experimental GOME-2 total ozone product should be available to NWS.
