Transportation to and from the Airports

for a small surcharge they will also drop you at Wooded Isle Suites or a specific Hyde Park address.

From Hyatt McCormick to Campus

For people taking the Metra Train from the Hyatt McCormick, exit the train at 59th Street (you will be just west of 59th and Stony Island.) Walk west on 59th about 6 blocks to Woodlawn. Ida Noyes will be right at that corner, on your right.

Driving from the Hyatt McCormick, take Lake Shore Drive south. (The hotel is on Lake Shore Drive about 2 miles north of the top of the map below  (at approximately 22nd street).

Follow the red line exiting Lake Shore at 57th street. (All southbound traffic exits here with the current construction project).  Follow the road around the Museum to 59th St/Midway Plaisance. Going straight you will be on Midway. Continue to the traffic light at Woodlawn, and turn right. Ida Noyes Hall is right at 59th and Woodlawn, northeast corner. Parking is typically available on the street up till 8:00 AM (but watch the signs for legal spots!) After that, the best place to park is in the Parking Structure at 55th and Ellis – automat takes credit cards – about $12 for the day. This is about a 6 block walk to Noyes, 4 blocks to Ryerson.

The Hotel can direct you to the Metra train station – they are essentially attached via the McCormick Place convention center. Metra train info is at http://www.metrarail.com/  The train is about $2 each way.

Cab:  for advance cab scheduling, call (312) TAXI-CAB (handy from U of Chicago). Cabs are most likely plentiful at the hotel cab stand.
