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Indian Springs Prescribed Fire
Prescott, Ariz—Prescott National Forest fire officials plan to conduct a prescribed fire in the area of Indian Springs Wednesday through Saturday.  Approximately 2,700 acres may be treated if conditions permit.  Indian Springs is located forty miles northwest of Prescott, south of Walnut Creek, and east of Forest Road 95.  

The fuel type within the prescribed burn plan is predominantly chaparral intermixed with juniper.  The objectives for the prescribed burn are to reduce the amount of fuel loading in the forest, return fire to its natural role in the ecosystem, and return nutrients back into the soil to increase grass and vegetation. 

Although smoke may be visible from surrounding communities, smoke impact is expected to be minimal due to the location of this burn.
