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POPULATION:  The 2005 household population is estimated to be 130,783.  





RELATIONSHIP:  About 49 percent of people living in households were either the householder (32.9 percent) or the spouse of the householder (15.9 percent).  Relatives of the householder other than the spouse made up another 47 percent.  Most of these were the householder’s children (35.0 percent).  The remaining 4 percent were people who were not related to the householder, including unmarried partners (2.6 percent).





HOUSEHOLDS AND FAMILIES:  In 2005 there were 39,177 households in PR PUMA 01200.  The average household size was 3.34 people.  





Families made up 79 percent of the households in PR PUMA 01200.  This figure includes both married-couple families (49 percent) and other families (30 percent).  Nonfamily households made up 21 percent of all households in PR PUMA 01200.  Most of the nonfamily households were people living alone, but some consisted of people living in households in which no one was related to the householder. 





EDUCATIONAL ATTAINMENT:  In 2005, 66 percent of people 25 years and over had at least graduated from high school and 16 percent had a bachelor’s degree or higher.





RESIDENCY:  Eighty-nine percent of the population in PR PUMA 01200 lived in the same residence a year ago.  Four percent had relocated within the same municipio.  





The 2005 ACS data are based on a sample and are subject to sampling variability.  The degree of uncertainty arising from sampling variability is represented through the use of a margin of error corresponding to a 90 percent confidence interval.  This can be interpreted roughly as providing a 90 percent probability that the interval defined by the sample estimate plus or minus the margin of error will contain the true value.
