Description of DOT HS 810 847 Data

This document contains a brief description of the variables used in the report DOT HS 810 847 “The Role of Vertical Roof Intrusion and Post-Crash Headroom in Predicting Roof Contact Injuries to the Head, Neck, or Face During FMVSS No.216 Rollovers; An Updated Analysis” and is to be used in conjunction with the data file “DOT HS 810 847.xls.”
· psu, psustrat, simplewgt: Cluster, strata, and weight for each observation.
· rollover: The number of quarter turns. 0 for end-over-end rollovers.
· roofContact: The number of roof contacts, calculated from the number of quarter turns. 0 for end-over-end rollovers.

· endend: 1 if end-over-end rollover, 0 otherwise.

· age: Occupant age.

· male: 1 if occupant is male, 0 if female.

· ltv: 1 if the vehicle is a light truck or van, 0 if the vehicle is a passenger car.
· rcais2: Maximum AIS from relevant injuries.
· ais2: 1 is maximum AIS from relevant injuries is between 2 and 6, 0 if it is either 0 or 1.

· intrude: Roof intrusion, in inches.
· diintrude: 1 if roof intrusion is positive, 0 if it is zero. 

· posthr: Post-crash headroom, in inches. Estimated from roof intrusion and occupant height. 

· diposthr: 1 if post-crash headroom is positive, 0 if it is zero or negative.
