SECTION B – TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

B1   Scope of Contract 

B1.1  Purchase of one light helicopter equipped as specified in Section B.

B2   Certifications

B2.1 The aircraft must have a current Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Standard Airworthiness certificate.   The aircraft must be equipped in accordance with 14 CFR Parts 91.205 for visual flight rules (VFR) day and night operation. Installation of any equipment required by this contract must be FAA approved.  Aircraft built from spare and surplus parts in accordance with FAA Advisory Circular 31-13 (4-5-73) and certified in accordance with 14 CFR 21.183(d)(1) are not acceptable.

B3   Order of Precedence (Specifications)

In the event of inconsistencies within the technical specification, the following order will be used in such resolution:  (1) typed provisions of these specifications;   (2) DOI NBC-Aviation Management supplements and/or exhibits incorporated by reference; (3) 14 CFR incorporated by reference; (4) aircraft manufacturer's specifications; (5) other documents incorporated by reference.

EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS

B4   Condition of Equipment  

The aircraft and all other required equipment must be operable, free of damage, and in good repair.  Aircraft systems and components must be free of leaks, except where specified by the manufacturer.

B4.1  Temporary repairs to windows and windshields are unacceptable.

B4.2  The aircraft interior must be clean and neat with no unrepaired tears, rips, or other damage.  The exterior finish, including the paint, must be clean, neat, and in good condition.  Any corrosion must be within manufacturer or FAA acceptable limits.

B4.3   See the Unacceptable Lap Belt and Shoulder Harness Conditions Exhibit for lap belt and shoulder harness conditions that are not acceptable.

B5   Aircraft Minimum (Mandatory) Equipment Requirements

B5.7 Dual controls for initial pilot performance evaluation.

B5.8   Aircraft lighting for night operation in accordance with 14 CFR Part 91.205(c), including instrument lights.

B5.9   High-skid-type landing gear, if manufactured for make and model.

B5.10  A minimum of 15-cubic-feet of baggage space within the aircraft fuselage specifically designed to carry cargo separate from the cabin.  This compartment must be capable of accommodating 58-inch long shovels, rakes, and other tools (requiring rear bulkhead modification of baggage compartment of some models). 

B5.11   Ground-handling wheels.
B6   Aircraft Target Equipment

B6.6

B6.12  Engine intake barrier filtering device capable of filtering sand and dust particles.

B6.13   One digital hour meter installed in a location visible by the pilot and front seat observer while seated.  The meter must be wired in series with a switch on the collective control, and a switch activated by engine or transmission oil pressure or by equivalent means, to record flight time only.

B6.14   A strobe light, with either a white, or half-white and half-red lens, mounted on top of the aircraft, or otherwise visible from above.  If the aircraft certification requires the anti-collision light to be aviation red, then a white strobe light with an independent activating switch must be provided in addition to the red strobe.

B6.15   Personnel access steps for aircraft with a floor height greater than 18 inches, to ensure safe entrance and exit from each door. 

B6.16    Cabin heater and window defogger.

B6.17  Cargo restraint system for aircraft manufactured with a parcel/storage area behind the rear passenger seats. 

B6.18   A convex mirror for the pilot to observe the sling load.

B6.19   One cargo hook that may be loaded and locked in a single motion with one hand and is rated at the maximum lifting capacity of the aircraft.

B6.20  Wire strike protection system (mechanical).  (Note: If manufactured for make and model of helicopter.)

B6.21  (BH-206L-4 only) High Altitude Tail Rotor System 206-704-722.

B6.22   Main rotor brake.
B6.23  Acceptable high visibility paint scheme and condition of paint job.
B6.24  Air-conditioning system. 
B7  Minimum (Mandatory) Avionics Requirements 
B7.1  General.

B7.1. The Contractor must provide, install, and maintain the following systems in accordance with the manufacturer's specifications and the installation and mainte​nance standards of Section B7.   Detailed avionics systems performance requirements are listed in Avionics Operational Test Standards (copies available upon request from NBC AMD Avionics, or at  
http://amd.nbc.gov/library/handbooks/aots.pdf
B7.2  Avionics Installation and Maintenance Standards.

B7.2.1  Strict adherence to the recommendations in the following FAA Advisory Circulars is required:  AC 43.13‑1B Chapter 11, "Aircraft Electrical Systems," and Chapter 12, "Aircraft Avionics Systems”; AC 43.13‑2A Chapter 1, "Structural Data," Chapter 2, "Radio Installation," and Chapter 3, "Antenna  Installation."

B7.2.2  All avionics systems requiring an antenna must be installed with a properly matched, aircraft-certified antenna, unless otherwise specified.  Antennas must be polarized as required by the avionics system and must have a voltage standing wave radio (VSWR) of 2.5 to 1 or better.

B7.2.3  The aircraft's static pressure system, altimeter instrument system, and automatic pressure altitude reporting system must meet the IFR requirements of 14 CFR Part 91.411 and inspected and tested within 24 calendar months, as specified by 14 CFR Part 43, appendices E and F. 

B7.3   Communications  Systems.
B7.3.1 One panel-mounted VHF-AM (VHF-1) aeronautical transceiver with a minimum of 760 channels covering 118.000 to 136.975 MHz.  It must have channels selectable in no greater than 25 kHz increments and a minimum of 5 watts carrier output power.  The transceiver's operational controls must be mounted so they are readily visible and accessible to the pilot.

B7.3.2  One air traffic control (ATC) transponder and altitude reporting system meeting the require​ments of 14 CFR Part 91.215 (a) and (b). 

B7.4 Target Avionics Components
The following avionics systems are targets which are ultimately desired by the Government.  Any aircraft offered do not have to be so equipped.  However, the evaluated price of your quote will be adjusted with any costs required for the Government to bring the aircraft up to the targeted specifications.

B7.4.1 One automatic-portable/automatic-fixed or automatic-fixed Emergency Locator Transmitter (ELT), certified to either Technical Standard Order (TSO)-C91a or TSO-C126, utilizing an external antenna and meeting the same requirements as those detailed for airplanes in 14 CFR Part 91.207 (excluding section f.). It must be installed in a conspicuous or marked location.

B7.4.2 One VHF-FM multi-mode aeronautical transceiver (FM-1, which provides selection of  narrowband (12.5 kHz) analog, wideband (25.0 kHz) analog, or “P-25” narrowband digital bandwidth operation on each channel.    The transceiver’s operational controls must be located and arranged so that the pilot and observer/copilot, when seated, have full and unrestricted movement of each control without interference from their clothing, the cockpit structure, or the flight controls.    

B7.4.2.1  The transceiver’s operational frequency range must include the band of 150 to 174 MHz. The operator(s) must be able to program any usable channels within that band while in flight.  Unless instructed by the Government for use on a specific project, all frequencies programmed for use under this Contract must be in the narrowband analog mode.
B7.4.2.2  Carrier output power for the transceiver must be 10 watts nominal value (original design specification).  The transceiver must be capable of displaying receiver and transmitter operating frequency, and must provide both receiver and transmitter activation indicators for main and Guard.  Simultaneous monitoring of both main (150-174 MHz) and Guard (168.625 MHz) receivers is required.   Scanning of the Guard frequency is not acceptable.

B7.4.2.3  The transceiver must incorporate one Continuous Tone-Controlled Squelch System (CTCSS) sub-audible tone encoder, with the lowest 32 TIA/EIA-603 standard tone frequencies (from 67.0 to 203.5 Hz, less 69.3 Hz) being selectable for use on any channel.


B7.4.2.4  Prior to acceptance under this contract, the transceiver must be programmed with the narrowband analog Guard transmit and receive frequencies of 168.625 MHz, and a 110.9 Hz CTCSS tone on transmit only.   

B7.4.2.5  The following VHF-FM aeronautical transceivers are known to meet the above requirements:

NAT (Northern Airborne Technology) NPX-136D
B7.4.3. Provisions for auxiliary VHF-FM (AUX-FM)  portable radio:

B7.4.3.1  Interface for installing and properly operating an auxiliary VHF-FM portable radio through the aircraft's audio control system(s).  The interface must consist of the appro​priate wiring from the audio control system, terminated in an ITT/Cannon type MS3112E12‑10S 10-pin connector conveniently located for use by the observer/copilot, and utilizing the contact assignments as specified by drawing FS/AMD-17 in the exhibits.

B7.4.3.2  One weatherproof, external, broadband antenna covering the 150‑174 MHz band, with associated RG‑58A/U (or equivalent) coaxial cable and connector, terminated in a bulkhead-mounted, female BNC connector (type UG-290A), conveniently located for use by the observer/copilot adjacent to the above 10-pin connector (Comant model CI‑177 or equal).

B7.4.3.3 Mounting facilities for securely installing the auxiliary VHF-FM portable radio in the cockpit in accordance with the FAA AC 43.13-2A specifications. Locate and arrange the mounting facilities so that a seated observer/copilot has full and unrestricted movement of the radio's controls, without interference from the 18-inch adapter cable, clothing, cockpit structure, or flight controls.

B7.4.3.4. Positive-polarity microphone excitation voltage provided to the AUX-FM system from the aircraft DC power system through a suitable resistor network.  A blocking capacitor must be provided to prevent the portable radio microphone excitation voltage from entering the system.  Sidetone for the AUX-FM must also be provided (NAT model AA34-300, Premier model PA-34, or equivalent).


B7.4.3.5  In lieu of the above AUX-FM requirements, the Contractor may substitute one VHF-FM aeronautical transceiver (FM-2) which meets the requirements (less guard) for the VHF-FM aeronautical transceiver (FM-1), as detailed above.

B7.4.4  One Automated Flight Following (AFF) system compatible with the governments AFF tracking network (Webtracker) is required.  Not all available AFF systems are compatible with Webtracker nor meet Webtracker’s requirements.  The contractor must ensure that the AFF system offered is compatible with Webtracker.  To view Webtracker’s current compatibility requirements refer to https://www.aff.gov.

B7.4.4.1  The AFF system must be powered by the aircraft’s electrical system, installed per the manufacturer’s installation manual, and operational in all phases of flight.  AFF equipment must utilize as a minimum:  Satellite communications, provide data to the Government’s Webtracker software, use aircraft power via a dedicated circuit breaker for power protection, and be mounted so as to not endanger any occupant from AFF equipment during periods of turbulence.  Any AFF manufacturer-required pilot display(s) or control(s) must be visible/selectable by the pilot(s).  Remote equipment having visual indicators should be mounted in such a manner as to allow visual indicators to be easily visible.

B7.4.4.2 This clause incorporates Specification Section Supplement available at:https://www.aff.gov/contractspecs with the same force and effect as if they were presented as full text herein.
B7.4 5  Navigational Systems  

B7.4.5.1  One permanently installed, panel-mounted global positioning system (GPS). The GPS must utilize the WGS-84 datum, reference latitude and longitude coordinates in the degrees/minutes/decimal minutes (DM)  mode for aircraft positioning; utilize an approved, fixed, external aircraft antenna; and be powered by the aircraft electrical system. The GPS installation must be FAA approved (or approval pending). Handheld and/or marine-type equipment is not acceptable.

B7.4.6  Audio Systems

B7.4.6.1  Two separate audio control systems (which may be combined in a single unit) for the pilot and observer/co-pilot to select receiver audio outputs and transmitter microphone/push to talk (PTT) audio inputs for all installed radios and public address (PA) systems.  Each system must also allow the pilot and observer/copilot to independently adjust both the intercommunications system (ICS) and the receiver audio output levels (NAT AMS-42F or equivalent).

B7.4.6.1.1  Transmitter selection and operation.  Separate transmitter selection controls for both the pilot’s and observer/copilot’s microphone/PTT inputs.  Configure the system so the pilot and observer/copilot may each simultaneously select and utilize a different transmitter (or PA system when installed) via their respective microphone/PTT.  Whenever a transmitter is selected, the companion receiver audio must automatically be selected for the corresponding earphone.  Transmitter sidetone audio must be provided for the user as well as for cross-monitoring via the corresponding receiver selection switch on the other audio control system.

B7.4.6.1.2    Receiver selection and operation.   Separate controls for both pilot and observer/copilot to select audio from one or any combination of available receivers.  The ICS-equipped aft passenger positions must monitor the receiver(s) as selected by the observer/copilot. The receiver audio output must be free of excessive distortion, hum, noise, and crosstalk, and must be amplified sufficiently to facilitate ease of use in a noisy cockpit/cabin environment.  

B7.4.6.1.3  The audio system(s) controls must be located and arranged so that both the pilot and observer/copilot, when seated, have full movement of their respective controls without interference from their clothing, the cockpit structure, or the flight controls. Labeling and marking of controls must be clear, understandable, legible, and permanent. Electronic label maker marking is acceptable. 

B7.4.6.2   An ICS for the pilot, observer/copilot, and the two aft cabin exit positions.  ICS audio must mix with, but not mute, selected receiver audio.  An ICS audio level control must be provided for each position above. Adjustment of the ICS audio level at any position must not affect the level at any other position.  A "hot mic" capability, controlled via an activation switch or voice activation (VOX), must be provided for the pilot and observer/copilot positions.   ICS sidetone audio must be provided for the earphones corresponding with the microphone in use.  The ICS audio output must be free of excessive distortion, hum, noise, and crosstalk and must be amplified sufficiently to facilitate ease of use in a noisy cockpit/cabin environment. 

B7.4.6.3  Earphones, microphones, PTT’s, and jacks designed for operation with  600-ohm earphones and carbon-equivalent, noise-canceling boom type microphones (Gentex electret type model 5060‑2, military dynamic type M‑87/AIC with type CE‑100 TR preamplifier, or equivalent) with U‑174/U (single/male) type connector plug.  The pilot position only may be configured for low impedance (dynamic) operation.





B7.4.6.1  All earphone/microphone jacks in the aircraft (except the pilot's) must be U-92A/U (single/female) type, which will accept U-174/U type plugs. 

B7.4.6.2   Separate PTT switches for radio transmitter and ICS microphone operation at the pilot, observer/copilot, and the two aft exit passenger positions.  The pilot's PTT switches must be mounted on the cyclic control.  The observer/copilot's and aft exit passengers' PTT switches must be mounted on the cord to the earphone/microphone connector. In lieu of the observer/copilot's cord-mounted PTT switches, a footswitch-operated PTT system may be utilized.  ICS PTT switches for the other required positions must be mounted on the cord to the earphone/ microphone connector.


AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS

B8 Maintenance and Record Keeping Requirements

B8.1  Manuals/Records.

The Contractor must ensure that all maintenance performed on the aircraft before delivery to the Government is recorded in the affected aircraft maintenance record in accordance with 14 CFR (reference 14 CFR 43.9, 43.11, and 91.417).

B8.1.1  The airframe and engine logbooks must be provided, complete, and contain all maintenance records since date of manufacture, including the manufacturer’s approval for return to service and must be in English. A complete airworthiness limitations schedule and inspections and component overhaul schedule shall be provided. This schedule must indicate aircraft total time, aircraft total time at installation/compliance, life limit of component/inspection, and time remaining.

B8.1.2  Maintenance, operating, and parts manuals for the helicopter, engine, and equipment must be furnished to the Government at time of delivery. All flight manual supplements applicable to the aircraft as delivered and optional configurations must be provided. The information provided must include instructions for continued airworthiness for all equipment and alterations accomplished to comply with this agreement.

B8.1.3 All installations must be FAA approved and documented in accordance with 14 CFR.

B8.1.4  Installation drawings and any equipment warranty information must be supplied covering the installation of avionics and all other installed equipment.

B9  Airworthiness Directives (AD’s) and Service Bulletins

B9.1  All applicable manufacturers' service bulletins and Federal Aviation Administration Airworthiness Directives must be complied with prior to delivery date. A list of FAA ADs and manufacturers' mandatory service bulletins on the make and model of aircraft will be provided. The list must record whether applicable or not and, if applicable, the date and airframe total time at compliance, method of compliance, next compliance due date if recurring, and authorized signature of maintenance personnel with their certificate number. The list will be similar to that shown in Advisory Circular AC 43‑9C.

B10  Weight and Balance

B10.1  The aircraft must have a current equipment list and weight and balance (within the preceding 24 months) for all installed equipment.

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SECTION C – CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

CONTRACT CLAUSES

CONTRACT CLAUSES

C1  Contract Terms and Conditions – Commercial Items (52.212-4 OCT 2008) [Tailored SEPT 2005]

(SEE ADDENDA WHICH FOLLOWS IMMEDI​ATELY AFTER CLAUSE 52.212-5)

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this con​tract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Gov​ernment may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in con​tract price.   If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reason​able time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any sub​stantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.


(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assig​nee's may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other fi​nancing institution, including any Federal lend​ing agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727).  However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.


(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties.


(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Con​tractor shall proceed diligently with perfor​mance of this contract, pending final resolu​tion of any dispute arising under the contract.


(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Defi​nitions, is incorporated herein by refer​ence.


(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an oc​currence beyond the reasonable control of the Con​tractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the pub​lic enemy, acts of the Govern​ment in either its sover​eign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epi​demics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of com​mon carriers. The Contractor shall notify the CO in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full par​ticulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all rea​sonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the CO of the cessation of such occurrence.



(g) Invoice.  

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if autho​rized,) to the address designat​ed in the contract to re​ceive invoices. An in​voice must include--


(i) Name and address of the Contractor;


(ii) Invoice date and number;


(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;


(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;


(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, includ​ing the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;


(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;


(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent; 


(viii) Name, title, and phone number of per​son to notify in event of defective in​voice; and


(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN).  The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 


(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.


(A)  The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract


(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer -Central Contractor Registration, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer-Other Than Central Contractor Registration), or applicable agency procedures


(C)  EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315. 


(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, includ​ing costs, for actual or alleged direct or con​tributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings.

(i) Payment. – 

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items ac​cepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2)  Prompt Payment. The Gov​ernment will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3)  Electronic funds transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4)  Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early pay​ment, time shall be com​puted from the date of the in​voice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be consid​ered to have been made on the date which appears on the pay​ment check or the specified payment date if an elec​tronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall --

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the-

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B)  Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. (i)  All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due.  The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in Section 611 of the Contract Disputes Act of 1978 (Public Law 95-563), which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(V) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions.  The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if –


(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;


(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or


(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:


(A) The date fixed under this contract.


(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on—


(A)The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;


(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or


(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.


(j) Risk of loss.  Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon:

(1)  Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or

(2)  Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination.


(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties.


(l) Termination for the Government's conve​nience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such ter​mination, the Contractor shall im​mediately stop all work hereunder and shall imme​diately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcon​tractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demon​strate to the satisfac​tion of the Government using its standard record keeping sys​tem, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be re​quired to comply with the cost accounting standards or con​tract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which rea​sonably could have been avoided.


(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Govern​ment shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and reme​dies provided by law.  If it is determined that the Government improper​ly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience.


(n) Title.  Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession.


(o)  Warranty.  The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract.


(p) Limitation of liability. Except as other​wise pro​vided by an express war​ranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages result​ing from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items.


(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, execu​tive orders, rules and regula​tions applicable to its perfor​mance under this contract.


(r) Compliance with laws unique to Govern​ment contracts. The Contractor agrees to com​ply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appro​priated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relat​ing to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C 3701, et seq., Contract Work Hours and Safety Stan​dards Act; 41 U.S.C. 51-58, Anti-Kickback Act of 1986; 41 U.S.C. 265 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. 423 relating to procurement integrity.


(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsisten​cies in this

solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving pre​cedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) the Assignments, Disputes, Pay​ments, Invoice, Other Compliances, and Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts para​graphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agree​ments for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other docu​m​ents, exhib​its, and attachments; and (9) the specification.

(t) Central Contractor Registration (CCR). 

(1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the CCR database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the CCR database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the CCR database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the CCR does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.
