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Q5:
Are you requiring SF-424, SF-424A, and SF-424B application

materials at this time?
A5:
This procurement is not a grant process therefore the below forms are not necessary. 

Q6:
Could you please tell me what the 885 references in

Attachment III of the submission document.  I was also wondering if

there is a dollar limit being considered for these quotes.
A6:
The 885 is the estimated technical hours for completing the project for

each year. This does not include other direct costs or non-technical

hours. We have an internal estimate however, there is no dollar limit

being considered.
Q7:
Is there an RFP for this initiative yet, or only the RFQ?  Currently we only operate a MDN site, and I understand that the grant money awarded is to operate sites with existing Tekran equipment.  We are trying to determine if we could participate in this initiative if we purchased the equipment ourselves.  Do you have any other information I could pass on about this project other than what is posted on the RFQ site (http://www.epa.gov/oamhpod1/admin_placement/0800220/index.htm)?
A7:
We only have the Request for Quote out and that is what the proposals should be based on. This is not grant money but a regular contract to interested and successful parties (up to five as stated in the RFQ). We do emphasize that sites should already have Tekran equipment in place and should be utilized at the beginning of the contract.
Q8:
Is there any limitation to that, that is, is PM2.5 speciation sampling including mercury something that might be helpful?
A8:
Having the capacity to perform speciated PM2.5 measurements is helpful to this RFQ.

Q9:
My Office of Sponsored Research Contracts Manager asked if we may proposal effort in months.  We can back into hours if needed but our administrative system does not support this method. We could develop such a system if needed.

What is meant by “the estimated level of effort for this requirement is 885 for the Base Period, 885 for Option Period I, 885 for Option Period II, 885 for Option Period III and 885 for Option Period IV”?
A9:
This contract will be set up LOE hours so it would be better for you to quote based on hours rather than months. Also, “the estimated level of effort for this requirement is 885 for the Base Period, 885 for Option Period I, 885 for Option Period II, 885 for Option Period III and 885 for Option Period IV” is the government's estimate for the number of hours it will take to perform the actions in the contract for each year. This does not include other direct or indirect costs, travel, overhead, etc.
Q10:
Under the above-mentioned RFA (RFQ) can the proposer include the purchase price of the Tekran in the cost calculations?
A10:
This proposal is for purchasing the service of operating a Tekran by someone with Tekran operating experience that already has a Tekran.
