In the past five years, it has been estimated that on average 100 hook-ups are made per year to the district.  The federal funds will be used for the construction of a water treatment plant.  These improvements will provide for the continuation of services to the existing users and allow for some growth in the area.

“This project has been three years in the making and it is good to see it coming to fruition.  Rapid Valley Sanitary District appreciates the fact that Rural Development has helped make this project a reality,” said Jim Jester, Manager of Rapid Valley Sanitary District.
