· The Collection Indicator Code (TSASMN: COLLECTION_INDICAT) field will no longer be maintained as a checkbox, but will be permitted value dropdown list.  Therefore, all spaces and “A” values will be changed to “N” and all “C” values will be changed to “Y” as part of schema migration.
· All Effective Start Date (TSASMN: EFFECTIVE_START_DT) fields must be valued for the new Laboratory Certification Process to work.  As part of schema migration all Start Dates valued as null, 1/1/1901, or 1/1/0001 will be set to the lesser of Last Update Timestamp or Effective End Date when Effective End Date is not null, 1/1/1901 or 1/1/0001.

Pre-schema migration scripts will look for possible problematic Standard Method Codes records in the SSWr1 database outlined below.

· One duplicate “HQ” record for method 354.1 with TSASMN_IS_NUMBER= 274 will be deleted with schema migration. 
· One “HQ” record with TSASMN_IS_NUMBER=6 appears to be a duplicate.  It currently has the code=”9510B” and is associated to Standard Method Test (TSASTM) record “ALUMINUM HYDROXIDE ADSORPTION-PRECIPITAT”.  The code should be “9510D” and will be changed in schema migration. 
· Duplicates may be present if method code was added by the System Administrator and later another was added with previous schema migration(s) with state_code of “HQ”.  The record with a state_code not equal to “HQ” must be addressed.  If these are associated to Sample Analytical Results (TSASAR) records, the code must be modified to a non-duplicate code or all result records that reference the state-owned method must be associated to the equivalent “HQ” method and then the state-owned method record deleted.
