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Report Highlights:
On September 29, Taiwan completed most of its 5th public rice tender.  U.S. rice suppliers won two tranches totaling 16,918 tons of medium brown rice.  Taiwan also awarded 600 tons of a 2,000 tons milled glutinous short grain tender to a U.S. supplier at NT$24,990/mt or$735/mt.  The remaining 1,400 tons will be awarded on October 7 for the technical phase and October 8 for price bids.  However, the tender for 850 tons of long brown grain failed because suppliers did not meet amylose and moisture specifications.  This tender will likely be rescheduled for mid-October.  As of September 30, Taiwan has completed 91,608 tons or 97% of its public rice tenders.  (Current exchange rate is $1=NT$34.)

Fifth Public Rice Tender Results – 97% of 2004 quota completed

On September 29, Taiwan awarded 16,918 tons of its 5th public rice tender to U.S. rice suppliers.  The bid price for 10,000 tons of medium brown rice was at NT$11,096/mt or $326.4/mt while for the remaining 6,918 tons of the same type rice went for NT$11,478/mt or $337.6/mt.  

However, only 600 of 2,000 tons of milled glutinous short grain was awarded to a U.S. supplier at NT$24,990/mt or$735/mt.  The shortfall was said to result from the low availability of U.S. glutinous rice, which is usually grown on contract.  The remaining 1,400 tons (1,610 ton brown rice equivalent) will be re-tendered on October 7 for the technical phase and October 8 for price bids.  

The remaining tender for 850 tons of long brown rice failed because the amylose content was 20%, will above the Taiwan specification of 10%.  Samples also had unacceptably high moisture of 14%.  This tender will likely be rescheduled for October 14 for technical phase and October 15 for price bids.  

As of September 30, Taiwan has tendered for 91,608 tons or 97% of its public rice tender quota.  The remaining 2004 public tenders should be completed by October 15.
