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1. Introduction and Background
The American Community Survey (ACS) is a continuous monthly survey that collects the data historically collected by the decennial census “long form” sample.  Full implementation of the ACS began in January 2005, with the first 2005 estimates published in August 2006.  “Full implementation” entailed a full sample of approximately three million housing unit addresses, with sample in all counties and county equivalents in the 50 states, the District of Columbia, and Puerto Rico.

A single year’s worth of sample in the ACS is not adequate to publish estimates for all geographic areas for which long form estimates were published in Census 2000.  Instead, single-year estimates are published only for geographic areas with a population of at least 65,000.  For smaller areas, several years’ worth of ACS sample is pooled together to create “period” estimates.  Areas with a population of at least 20,000 will be published using three years’ worth of data.  All areas, including Census tracts and block groups, will be published using five years’ worth of pooled ACS sample.  The first ACS multiyear estimates will be published in 2008 for the three year period 2005-2007, and five-year period estimates will be published in 2010 for 2005-2009.

The ACS Multiyear Estimates Study (MYES) has produced the first sets of three- and five-year period estimates that use the weighting methodology we currently plan to implement for the first production multiyear estimates in 2008 and 2010.  The estimates include an adjustment introduced specifically to address higher than expected variances at the tract level found in the ACS 1999-2001 and Census 2000 Comparison Project (Van Auken et al 2004; Starsinic 2005).  This adjustment factor, called the g-weight in this report, is a generalized regression estimator developed by Bob Fay (Fay 2005, Fay 2006, Fay 2007), which incorporates linking administrative records data for all units in a county to the ACS sampling frame.

The g-weighting step was developed to improve five year tract-level variance estimates, but it could be applied at subcounty levels for three-year estimates as well.  For the MYES three-year estimates, it was applied at the minor civil division (MCD) and county-place part levels (referred to as “place” in this report for simplicity).  Initial analysis of the variance results of the study has focused primarily on the five-year tract and block group level data.(Starsinic & Tersine 2007)  However, analysis of the efficacy of the three-year g-weight adjustment is also a pressing need, because a decision needs to be made soon whether to use it in the first ACS three-year estimates produced in late 2008.

Several aspects of the variances of these three-year estimates need to be studied, including evaluating the current variance-reduction methods and examining the variance characteristics at various geographic levels.  Specifically, in this report, we will provide preliminary results to the following questions:

1. What effect does the “g-weight” methodology have on variances of county, place and MCD estimates?

2. What are “typical” variance characteristics for three-year estimates of counties, places and MCDs?

2. Methodology and Results

The ACS Multiyear Estimates Study produced 5 sets of three-year estimates for publication – 1999-2001 through 2003-2005.  Published three-year MYES data use the g-weighting method, but 2003-2005 estimates were also prepared without g-weights (for internal use) in order to facilitate the analysis of the methodology.  Direct comparisons can be made between estimates and variances for “with g-weights” and “without g-weights” for 2003-2005 tabulations.

The primary data product for each geographic area and period was the data profile, a collection of 454 estimates, broken up into four sub-tables by broad categories of estimates – demographic, social, economic, and housing.  The profile used for this study was closely based on the data profiles published for the 2005 ACS data, and is similar to Census 2000’s Quick Tables product. The layout for the MYES profile can be found in Appendix 1.  Duplicate estimates in the profile layout (19 of the 454), such as the multiple occurrences of total population, were removed from the analysis.  The 435 unique estimates were further grouped into 43 topics, whose constituent lines clearly have a common theme, such as age and sex, education, poverty rates, and housing value.  The descriptions of the 43 topics are listed, along with their abbreviations and the number of lines (estimates) they include, in Table 1, and the topic assigned to each profile line is given in Appendix 1 (with duplicate lines labeled as “DUP”).  [Note that all tables in this report follow the text, due to nearly all tables being a full page in length.]

Most of the results presented here are based on medians of the coefficient of variation (CV) – the standard error of an estimate divided by the estimate itself – or medians of ratios of CVs, as opposed to the analysis in Starsinic (2005), which was based on means and ratios of standard errors.  Upon reflection, medians and CVs were more appropriate for this analysis.

In the 2003-2005 three-year profile, we have available estimates for 30 counties (out of the 34 used in the MYES), 71 places and 74 MCDs that are above 20,000 population threshold.  Seventeen of these places and MCDs are actually identical (same boundaries).  Seven of these are in the 12 “strong” MCD states, and will be classified with the MCDs.  The remaining 10 will be grouped with places.  That leaves 64 unique places and 64 unique MCDs.  Three counties were also either places (San Francisco CA and Petersburg VA) or MCDs (Bronx NY).  They were retained in the county tallies only, which gives a final total of 62 places and 63 MCDs.  The distribution of geographies by population size is given in Table 2.  There are more places and MCDs below 40,000 in population than above.  Nineteen of the 30 counties, 19 of the 62 places, and 19 of the 63 MCDs are above the 65,000 threshold for publication of one-year period estimates.

Question 1 – How Do G-Weights Affect Variances?

With both the “with g-weights” and “without g-weights” estimates and standard errors for 2003-2005, direct comparisons can be made, comparing the “with” and “without” CVs for each estimate and geographic area in a given geographic summary level.  We focused on the ratio of the CV “with g-weights” to the CV “without g-weights”.  If the g-weights decreased the variance, then this ratio should be less than one, and the closer to zero, the larger the improvement.

Table 3 gives the median CV ratios, by topic, for counties, places, and MCDs.  At the county level, all of the topics have median CV ratios very close to 1.0 (indicating no change).  Even total number of households only has a ratio of 0.976 (a 2.4% improvement).  This is not surprising.  As was seen in the analysis of the five-year results, levels above the target geography like counties show very little improvement.  Looking at the place and MCD median CV ratios, we definitely see improvement in more topics.  The largest improvements are seen in the three total estimates – total households, total housing units, and total persons.  Again, this is consistent with what was seen in the five-year analysis.  Age & sex, labor force characteristics, place of birth, average size, and tenure also show marked improvements, with median CV ratios less than 0.9 for those topics.  In each of those cases, though, the improvement for MCDs is not as large as for places.  In fact, the median CV ratio for places is less than that for MCDs in 38 of the 43 topics.  Several topics show little if any change, including ancestry, fertility, home heating fuel, grandparents, poverty, and selected monthly owner costs.  However, no median CV ratio is greater than 1.0 for either places or MCDs, indicating that even if the g-weights are not improving the CVs, they are at least doing no harm to them.

It is not surprising to see poverty listed among the topics with little change.  All poverty lines are percent estimates, and the g-weighting does very little to improve the CVs for estimates that are not counts of persons, households, or housing units.  Percents, ratios, and medians are generally unaffected by the g-weighting.  However, the “without g-weight” CVs for these estimates are generally lower than that for most count estimates, so there is less need for a reduction in their CVs. 

Tables 4a and 4b further break out the median CV ratios for places and MCDs respectively by the eight population size categories from Table 2, starting at 20,000-25,000 and going up to 250,000+.  The median CVs for the topics bounce around some across the area sizes, but in general do not go too far away from the overall topic median CV from Table 3.  Outside of the three total lines, there are no exceptionally low median CV ratios.  There is some indication of a pattern where the lowest median CVs are being seen in the middle size groupings, but it is not very consistent.  One other interesting note is that the median CV for the 250,000+ category for both places and MCDs frequently has the highest median CV.  This category contains a number of geographic areas that are very close to the size of the county they are contained in, such as Columbus city in Franklin County OH, or Tucson CCD in Pima County AZ.  We’ve seen that county CVs are little changed by the g-weights, and it is logical that near-county CVs are also little changed.

Tables 5a, b, and c break out the median CV ratios in a different way.  Instead of looking at the size of the geographic area, these tables break out the median CV ratios by the size of the estimates themselves, ranging from the lowest grouping for estimates under 100, to the top category of estimates of 10,000 and up.  These tables only include estimates for population, household, and housing counts; medians, proportions and ratios are excluded.  Because of this, two topics – poverty (POV) and average size (SIZE) – are missing from Tables 5a-c, as they do not include any count estimates.  Additionally, the total number of persons and housing units is not included in Table 5a because both those estimates are controlled at the county level, giving CVs of zero for all 30 counties.  Blanks in the table indicates there are no estimates for that topic in that size category.

As expected, the median CV ratios for counties in Table 5a are consistently close to 1.0, although there are more ratios slightly above 1.0 than we have seen previously.  For places and MCDs, we also see most ratios very close to 1.0 in the first two or three categories, but as the estimates increase in size, improvements often get dramatically larger.  For example, for the Hispanic topic for places, the 1000-2000 median CV ratio is 0.988, improving to 0.922, 0.859, and 0.724 as the estimate size increases.  A number of characteristics have median CV ratios less than 0.8 in the last two estimate size categories.  However, other topics such as ancestry, industry, rent, and housing value are resistant to improvement across all size categories.

Question 2 – What are the variance characteristics for counties, places, and MCDs?
Here we switch from looking at median CV ratios to the median CVs themselves.  To help differentiate them in the tables, CV ratios are displayed as percents.  Unless otherwise noted, all the median CVs will be for the “with g-weight” estimates.  The one exception to that is Table 6, which gives the median CVs for both “with” and “without” estimates for counties, places, and MCDs.  As we would expect, the median CVs for the “with g-weight” estimates are generally lower than for the “without g-weight” estimates.  However, this table overall does not look that bad either way.  Unlike similar tables for five-year tract or block group estimates with most median CVs over 20% and many over 40% (CVs over 61% indicate the estimate is not significantly different from zero at a 90 percent confidence level) , there are many here in single digits, and only one topic – selected housing unit characteristics – that is over 40% for places and MCDs, and no county median CVs are even above 26%.  This could indicate that there is less of an urgent need for the g-weight adjustment, because the situation is not as dire as it is for tracts and block groups.

Tables 7a and 7b give the median CV for places and MCDs, again broken down by area size.  Unlike Tables 4a and 4b, there is a definite improving trend as one goes from left to right across the table, with median CVs for a given topic almost always decreasing as the population size of the area increases.  This makes sense from a basic statistical perspective – larger populations lead to larger sample sizes, which lead to smaller CVs.  Even for the smallest area size groups, most estimates of median CVs are below 25%, and only a few are so large as to be unusable (like 76.0% for selected housing unit characteristics for the 20,000-25,000 group for places, in Table 7a).

Tables 8a, 8b, and 8c mirror tables 5a-c, with the median CVs broken out for counties, places and MCDs by the estimate size (again for count estimates only).  Here, the “downhill slope” from left to right is even more dramatic.  The median CVs in the smallest two categories, under 100, and 100-250, are almost uniformly too high to be of much use, with many above the 61% threshold indicating a completely unusable estimate.  On the other hand, for the largest estimate category, all 123 median CVs are less than 10%, and nearly all are less than 10% in the second largest size group, 5000-10000.  This is a consistent result with what was found in the five-year analysis, that even with g-weighting, the CVs for the smallest estimates are going to be very large, and maybe too large to be of much use.

3. Conclusions 

The impact of the g-weights on the CVs for three-year estimates is generally less than what was seen with the tract-level estimates in Starsinic & Tersine (2007).  County level estimates were little changed, as expected.  Few topics at the place and MCD levels saw large improvements other than the three total estimates, except for large estimates over 10,000 (Table 5b and 6b).  However, as with the five-year analysis, the g-weighting did not appear to adversely affect estimates or CVs in any noticeable way, leaving the estimates and CVs essentially unchanged at worst.

Looking at the median CVs themselves, we saw that most place and MCD estimates had fairly small median CVs, especially when compared to median CVs for tracts and block groups.  There is less need for the three-year g-weighting to make a significant impact.  We also continued to see that very small estimates across topics and geographic levels will have very high and potentially unusable estimates simply due to the small number of sample cases that are going into the estimate.  No amount of weighting adjustments can make much of an improvement on these smallest classes of estimates.
