Title 14 CFR 129.11(a)

(EGPWS requirements)
Extent:
We are a Canadian all-cargo air carrier operating turbine aircraft weighing over 5700 kg.  We hereby request exemption from the ICAO requirement for EGPWS on turbine aircraft over 5700 kg when operated with fewer than 6 passengers.  We seek this relief because EGPWS is not a requirement for turbine aircraft operated in the US under part 135 when fewer than 6 passengers are carried.  Similarly, EGPWS is not a requirement for turbine aircraft operated in Canada when fewer than 6 passengers are carried (nor is it proposed to be).

Public Interest:
Granting of this exemption will allow resumption of air cargo services between US and Canada for US and Canadian clients and facilitate the transportation of documents and packages in a more timely and cost-effective manner.
Safety:
EGPWS is not a requirement for turbine aircraft operated in the US under part 135 when fewer than 6 passengers are carried.  Applying the same standards to Canadian aircraft operating into the US would, therefore, continue to provide the same level of safety that is required of US carriers.
Reciprocity:
US carriers operating turbine aircraft over 5700 kg and carrying fewer than 6 passengers are currently allowed to operate flight into Canada under authority of Transport Canada-issued operations specifications.
Summary:
SkyLink Express Inc. seeks an exemption from the requirement under 14 CFR 129.11(a) to have EGPWS installed on aircraft over 5700 kg when carrying fewer than 6 passengers.  The company wishes to operate all-cargo B1900 aircraft not equipped with EGPWS on flights between points in the US and points in Canada.  Similar aircraft operated under part 135 are not required to have this equipment.  Canadian carriers operating similar aircraft in Canada are not required to be equipped with EGPWS.
