She is a faculty member for the NASA Academy of Program/Project and Engineering Leadership in the fields of project management, earned value management, budgeting and effective communications.

Majerowicz is responsible for the planning and scheduling discipline on PAAC and also supports Goddard’s Advanced Concepts and Formulation Office.  He is an instructor with the NASA Academy Program, Project and Engineering Leadership in areas of earned value management and project scheduling.
