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Executive Summary

On December 2, the GOR approved a Resolution to increase import tariffs on palm oil from a flat five percent to 15 percent.  The Resolution also calls for a minimum tariff of 0.12 Euros per kilogram for palm oil in boxes, barrels, and cans of not more than 200 kilograms net weight. These new rates will be in effect for nine months beginning January 7, 2005.

This Resolution follows a similar tariff increase for animal and vegetable fats and oils in small (not more than one kg) cans, and reflects the desire of domestic producers of margarine and other vegetable oil products who believe cheap imports of palm oil compete with domestic products in the confectionary, baking, and other food industries. Resolution #725 of December 2, 2004
“On Making Changes to the Customs Tariffs of the Russian Federation Concerning Palm Oil”

The Government of the Russian Federation decrees the following:

1. As a partial amendment to the customs code of the Russian Federation approved by the Resolution of the Government of the Russian Federation #830 of November 30, 2001 “On the Customs Tariffs of the Russian Federation and Commodity Codes, Used at the Implementation of Foreign Economic Activity” (Collection of Laws of the Russian Federation, 2001, #50, article 4735):

a) to exclude from the commodity codes of foreign economic activity subheadings in accordance with Attachment #1;

b) to include in the commodity codes of foreign economic activity subheadings in accordance with Attachment #2;

c) to approve the attached import tariffs for a period of nine months.

2. The present Resolution enters into force one month from the date of its official publication.

Comments

Palm oil has been an important product in inter-governmental barter agreements between Russia and some Asian countries, and imports in some years accounted for 30-40 percent of all vegetable oil imports.  Two years ago, imports of palm oil began to decrease and were replaced by soybean oil.  However, palm oil imports have been rising this marketing year, leading to increased competition with domestic producers of vegetable oil products.
