Task Description 
This individual has focused on the mitochondrial biology that her laboratory in Berlin has shown to be associated with the development of hypertension. Her previous visit to the NIH has enabled her to set up a cell system where she has shown that the genetic knockdown of this protein does indeed disrupt mitochondrial function. 
Her visit back in October through December will allow her to complete this characterization so that we have a more complete understanding how this protein functions and what role in may play in the development of high blood pressure. 

While she was here last time she studied young SHR rats and found correlations to her work in cell culture. We hypothesize that if she studied older rats that have more advanced disease these findings will be more pronounced. We would like to delay this portion of work into the early new year in 2007, as I need to obtain animal use committee permission to maintain these rats to age (protocol submitted). Hence the split visit. 
We are suggesting that this individual receive $6000 total for travel and subsistence. Since she will be here for a total of 3 months, it would equal out to 3 separate payments of $2000/month for 3 months.
