How Do You Get a Social Security Number?





To get a Social Security number or a replacement card, you will need to complete an application for a Social Security card (Form SS-5) and show documents that prove your age, and U.S. citizenship or lawful alien status.

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What is Social Security?





Social Security is a monthly benefit paid to people who have worked and paid Social Security taxes. 








Are You Eligible for Social Security?





You may be eligible for Social Security benefits if:


 You have worked and paid Social Security taxes 


 You are 65 years old or older 


 You are between 62 and 65 years old


 You have worked at least 10 years








What Do You Need to Enroll in Social Security?





You need to provide the following information to enroll in Social Security:


  Social Security number 


  Birth certificate
