I.  SPECIAL NOTICES since LNM 15/96


PRIVATE AIDS


Owners of Private Aids to Navigation are reminded that they are responsible for the proper operation and maintenance of their private aids.  When private aids 


to navigation discrepency reports are received from the Coast Guard the owner should initiate immediate action to correct the discrepancy.  Mariners have a 


responsibility to report discrepant private aids to navigation to the nearest Coast Guard unit.  All aids to navigation on the Great Lakes, both private and 


federally maintained, are user monitored.  The failure of a mariner to report a discrepant aid to navigation may result in casualties to others.   Upon notification 


of discrepancies the Coast Guard issues a broadcast notice to mariners which remains in effect until the discrepancy is corrected or listed in the Local Notice 


to Mariners.  [09/96]

BALLAST WATER EXCHANGE


All ships bound for the St. Lawrence River and the Great Lakes (U. S. and Canadian ports) are reminded that all ballast water originating outside of the 


Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) of the United States must be exchanged prior to entering the Great Lakes.  This includes vessels that may enter the EEZ with 


only unpumpable quantities of ballast in the tanks and subsequently add ballast during/after cargo operations in a U. S. or Canadian Maritime port, or while 


transiting the EEZ.  Vessels must conduct a deep ocean exchange in water 200nm off shore and in depths of 200m or more for ballast not originating within  


the EEZ.  The regulations for the ballast water exchange program are contain in 33 CFR 151 Sub-part C.  Exceptions to these requirements can be made on a 


case by case basis WITH PRIOR APPROVAL, due to "extraordinary conditions" such as vessel loading, weather, or other situations.  Also, vessels taking on 


ballast in a U. S. or Canadian coastal port, or during a coastal transit may be authorized to exchange ballast closer to shore WITH PRIOR APPROVAL.  


Requests for deviations from the regulations will be reviewed by Marine Safety Office Buffalo and approved on a case by case basis.  Further guidance on the 


ballast water regulations and use of alternatives exchange sites may be obtained by contacting Marine Safety Office Buffalo at (716) 843-9570 or Marine 


Safety Detachment Office Massena at (315)767-3284.

LAKE ERIE - OH - Cuyahoga River - Sobriety Check Point - Chart 14839


On July 5, 1996 starting at 2000 and ending on July 6, 1996 at 0230 the Ohio Department of Natural Resources Watercraft Division along with the Cleveland 


Police Department, Ports and Harbors Unit, will be conducting a sobriety check point at the mouth of the Cuyahoga River, Cleveland, Ohio.  All down bound non 


commercial traffic is subject to boarding.  Concerned commercial traffic should contact the Ohio Watercraft State Patrol Boat for assistance in navigating the 


area during the Check Point.  Vessels subject to the check point will be checked on the east pier head of dock 20.  The Cuyahoga River will not be blocked for 


normal traffic flow.  All mariners are advised that they may not travel at a greater than idle speed or at a speed that creates a wake upon the cuyahoga River, 


Cleveland, Ohio.  The Cuyahoga River is designated a no wake zone pursuant to the Ohio Revised Code and the City of Cleveland, local ordinance.

ST. CLAIR RIVER - MI - St. Clair River/Black River Junction Light - Solicitation of Comments - Chart 14852


The Coast Guard is seeking comment on St. Clair/Black River Junction Light (LLNR 9965) at Port Huron, MI.  This light is currently a Flashing (2+1) Green 6 


second light and in accordance with IALA marks the primary navigation channel, which is the St. Clair River.  A Complaint has been received regarding the 


placement of this light from mariners using the Black River.  We are seeking verifiable instances that this light creates confusion for mariners using the 


Black River.

LAKE HURON - MI - Saginaw River - Bridge Regulations - Chart 14867


A Direct Final Rule was published in the May 14, 1996 Federal Register concerning the regulations governing the operations of the CSX Railroad bridge, 


mile 18.0 over the Saginaw River in Saginaw, MI.  This rule will become effective on August 12, 1996 umless the Coast Guard receives written adverse 


comments on or before July 15, 1996.  A copy of the Direct Final Rule is included in this Local Notice to Mariners as Enclosure (2).  [10/96]


ST. MARYS RIVER - MI - St. Marys Falls Canal - Michigan Tug Assist Policy - Chart 14884


All saltwater vessels without bow or stern thrusters requesting lockage are required to be assisted by one or more tugs of sufficient power to ensure full control 


at all time.  Tug assist is also required for all other self powered vessels which experience severe control problems at low speeds and within close quarters; i.e. 


the lock approach channels.  [07/96]





ST. MARYS RIVER - MI - St. Marys Falls Canal - Michigan Upbound Vessel Lock Requests - Chart 14884


Every upbound vessel requiring lock transit shall request lock dispatch after completing the turn at Mission Point, at the intersection of Course 1, Bayfield 


Channel, and Course 2, Little Rapids Cut.  Requests for downbound vessel lock dispatch remains unchanged and shall be when approximately one-half mile 


downstream from Big Point.  [07/96]





ST. MARYS RIVER - MI - West Neebish Channel - Condition of Channel - Chart

Shoaling has been discovered in the lower end of Rock Cut area of Course 6 West Neebish Channel.  Shoals may protrude up to two (2) feet above the 


project depth of 28.5 feet.  Shoals begin approximately 1,000 feet upstream of the downstream end of the Rock Cut walls and extend approximately 500 feet 


downstream of the same point.  Shoals appear to consist of loose rock up to one cubic yard in size. U.S. Army Corp of Engineers Floating plant and Derrick 


boats are performing shoal removal operations in thus area.  [10/96]





ST MARYS RIVER - MI - St. Marys Falls Canal - Vessel Supplies Linehandler Policy - Chart 14883


Effective as of the start of the 1996 Navigation season, the following linehandler policy for vessels transitting the St. Marys Falls Canal, Michigan will apply:  


1. For inter-lake cargo vessels equipped with bow thrusters and friction winches, two linehandlers from the vessel are required on the piers under normal 


weather conditions.  Lockmasters can ask for three persons under serve weather conditions.   If a vessel is experiencing mechanical problems or in extremely 


severe weather conditions, the lockmaster may require four vessel supplied linehandlers on the pier.  2. For salt-water vessels or vessels with non-friction 


winches or lack of both bow and stern thrusters, four vessel supplied linehandlers are required on the pier at all times.  [12/96]





ST. MARYS RIVER - MI - West Approach Soo Locks - Condition of Channel - Chart - 14883


Shoals have been found in the West Approach to the Poe and Mac Arthur Locks.  Shoals consist of broken rock and sand.  Rocks have been found up to one 


cubic yard in size.  Shoals may produce up to 1.7 feet above the projected depth of 28.0 feet (see attached chartlet enclosure 2).  U.S. Army Corps of 


Engineers Floating Plant are performing shoal removal operations in this area.  [13/96]





ST. MARYS RIVER - MI - West Neebish Channel (Rock Cut) - Condition of Channel - 14883


Shoals in the lower end of the Rock Cut area of Course 6 West Neebish Channel have been cleared to 28.2 (see previous Notice to Navigation Interest L96-


4S).  Shoals may protrude up to 0.3 feet above the projected depth of 28. 5 feet.  U. S. Army corps of Engineers Floating plant will continue performing shoal 


removal operations in the area until shoals are cleared to the projected depth of 28.5 feet.  Shoals along the South side of the West Center Pier approach to 


the Poe Lock have been cleared to 28.0 feet.  Shoals located along the Southwest Pier and off the nose pier in the South navigation Canal still exist.  U. S. 


Army Corps of Engineers Floating Plant will continue performing shoal removal operations in this area until shoals are cleared.  Previous notices L96-4S and 


L96-6S should be referenced.

GREAT LAKES - PERMANENT REGULATIONS


The event(s) listed below is/are or will be published as a Permanent Special Local Regulation for Great Lakes Annual Marine Events in 33 CFR Part 100.  


Mariners desiring to transit the regulated area may do so only with prior approval of the Coast Guard Patrol Commander for the event.  The Patrol 


Commander may be contacted on VHF-FM channel 16 (156.8 MHZ) by the call sign "Coast Guard Patrol Commander".





The following regulations apply to each annual marine event as published in 33 CFR 100.901:





(1)  The Coast Guard will patrol the regulated area under the direction of a designated Coast Guard Patrol Commander. The Patrol Commander may 


be contacted on Channel 16 (156.8 MHZ) by the call sign "Coast Guard Patrol Commander." Vessels desiring to transit the regulated area may do so 


only with prior approval of the Patrol Commander and when so directed by that officer. Vessels will be operated at a no wake speed to reduce the 


wake to a minimum, and in a manner which will not endanger participants in the event or any other craft. The rules contained in the above two 


sentences shall not apply to participants in the event or vessels of the patrol operating in the performance of their assigned dueties.


(2)  The Patrol Commander may direct the anchoring, mooring, or movement of any boat or vessel within the regulated area. A succession of sharp, 


short signals by whistle or horn from vessels patrolling the area under the direction of the U.S. Coast Guard Patrol Commander shall serve as a signal 


to stop. Vessels so signaled shall stop and shall comply with the orders of the Patrol Commander. Failure to do so may result in expulsion from the 


area, citation for failure to comply, or both.


(3)  The Patrol Commander may establish vessel size and speed limitations and operating conditions.


(4)  The Patrol Commander may restrict vessel operation within the regulated area to vessels having particular operating characteristics.


(5)  The Patrol Commander may terminate the marine event or the operation of any vessel at any time it is deemed necessary for the protection of life 


and property.
