PART I – GENERAL INFORMATION

Introduction – The Bureau of Reclamation (BOR) needs to ship 16 stoplogs from our Hungry Horse Dam in Hungry Horse, Montana to Folsom Dam in Folsom, California.
Scope – The contractor awarded the job shall have a vehicle at Hungry Horse Dam so that BOR employees can load the stoplogs. The contractor will then transport them to Folsom Dam where BOR employees will unload them.

PART II WORK REQUIREMENTS

Work Requirements –
1. The contractor shall show up at Hungry Horse Dam with a means to transport 16 stoplogs (1 lower tier, 8, second tier, 4 third tier, and 3 top tier) to Folsom Dam. Note: Stoplog dimensions and weights are in the included documentation.

2. The contractor shall have all needed permits and support vehicles in place.

3. BOR employees will use the gantry crane on Hungry Horse Dam to put the stoplogs on trailers in a manner that is acceptable to the contractor.

4. The contractor will secure the load and then transport it to Folsom Dam.

5. BOR employees will unload the trailers in coordination with the contractor

6. The contractor will coordinate the arrival time at both facilities with the COR.

7. The contractor will provide the names and vehicle license plates to the COR for entrance to Folsom Dam.
PART III SUPPORTING INFORMATION

Period of Performance – The delivery to Folsom Dam needs to be complete no later than August 30, 2008
Work Hours – 
Normal work hours are Monday through Friday, except federal holidays, 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.

Security 
All service locations under this contract are within secured areas.  The COR will arrange for the Contractors entry into such areas and inform the Contractor of security procedures.  The Contractor shall comply with all security procedures.

The Contractor shall supply the Bureau of Reclamation with the legal names of all employees who will be working under this contract.  The Bureau of Reclamation reserves the right to run security checks on such employees.  If, in the judgment of the Bureau of Reclamation, any employee fails to meet minimum security requirements or proves to be detrimental to the security of the Bureau of Reclamation facilities, the Contractor, upon request, shall remove such employee from any work under this contract.

Special Considerations – The contractor will be responsible to get all needed road permits and insurance to transport the stoplogs.
