value or utility of specified interests in or aspects of identified real 19 
estate. 20 

3.  "Appraisal foundation" means the appraisal foundation incorporated 21 
as an Illinois not-for-profit corporation on November 30, 1987. 22 

4.  "Appraisal report" means any communication, written or oral, of an 23 
appraisal. 24 

5.  "Appraisal review" means the act of reviewing or the report that 25 
follows a review of an appraisal assignment or appraisal report in which a 26 
real estate appraiser forms an opinion as to the adequacy and appropriateness 27 
of the report being reviewed.
