Statement of Work:
A Staff Scientist will be hired in the Cell Biology and Physiology Center of the division of Intramural Research, NHLBI in March 2007. This Staff Scientist is charged with moving many pieces of delicate equipment and research materials from University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill to NIH in Bethesda. The task will require many trips (most by personal vehicle and a few flights) between North Carolina and Maryland over a two month period.  In addition to direct travel costs, NIH is requesting to cover the Staff Scientists room/board and incidental travel expenses during this period of performance. The period of performance is February 27 through April 27, 2007.

Dr. Playford received his Ph.D. in Cell & Molecular Biology from Oxford University in 2000. He trained as a postdoctoral fellow at Duke University and at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill before joining Dr. Milgram’s lab in Dec 2006. He is an experienced biochemist who has studied various aspects of cell signaling and is experienced in working with epithelial cells.  Dr. Playford has experience supervising lab staff and has presented at several national scientific meetings and published 12 papers in peer-reviewed journals. He has already demonstrated his lab management skills as he is coordinating the physical move of Dr. Milgram’s lab and will be the point of contact for the lab renovations required at the NIH. 
The Project Officer is Michelle Renehan. The cost of travel/subsistence for the above individual will be one payment of $10,452 and is to be sent once the task order award is approved.
